A Legacy of Philanthropy 
and Leadership
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The experience of being a part of the AKCAF Association Volunteering Team, an impromptu 
group of volunteers, has left an indelible mark on our lives. Formed in response to the 
disastrous floods caused by unprecedented rainfall in April, our group, spearheaded by AKCAF, 
came together for one purpose—protecting the well-being of the public, even at the expense 
of our safety. The rain that began on April 16th was unlike anything the UAE had experienced 
in 75 years. At first, we didn’t realize the magnitude of the disaster unfolding before us. The 
heavy rains, though unexpected, seemed manageable at first glance, but by the evening, we 
grasped the severity of the situation.

It all began with a simple WhatsApp group created. The response was overwhelming—
volunteers were flooding in, leading us to create seven additional groups to accommodate 
everyone. This outpouring of support happened within a single night, a testament to the spirit 
fostered by AKCAF’s leadership.

AKCAF’s volunteers commitment to the community was evident throughout the operation. 
As the rain pounded down and roads such as Sheikh Zayed Road became impassable, we 
received countless pleas for help. One of the first distress calls came from a family with a 
20-day-old newborn baby trapped in their car. The gravity of the situation was undeniable, and 
it demanded immediate action.

The AKCAF Association’s long-standing involvement in local volunteer efforts empowered 
us to draw upon resources like ME 4X4, an off-roading club, to meet the crisis head-on. 
Our members, accustomed to navigating difficult terrains in high-lifted vehicles, became 
instrumental in rescue missions. These modified vehicles became lifelines, packed with 
essential supplies such as food, drinking water, and diapers, all coordinated through AKCAF’s 
food collection point at the Al Nahda center.

The support provided by AKCAF was not just logistical but deeply human. Families from 
across the AKCAF network prepared fresh meals for those in need, ensuring that nutritious 
food reached affected areas within a few hours. Children, women, and men all contributed to 
this effort, driven by a shared sense of duty. In addition to food, AKCAF arranged medication 
and protective gear, including suits for kayaking and wading through floodwaters, to safeguard 
volunteers on their missions.

Over the next eight days, AKCAF’s relentless dedication fueled our efforts in rescue, relief, and 
rehabilitation. We worked day and night, sometimes starting as early as 3 or 4 AM, motivated 
by the applause of residents and the knowledge that lives depended on us. Volunteers operated 
from a makeshift command center in a dry parking lot, tirelessly packing and distributing 
provisions. Every volunteer, despite the lack of sleep, remained committed to this program, 
reflecting AKCAF’s unwavering support and organization.

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One of the many challenges we faced was ensuring that fresh meals were distributed quickly to avoid 
spoilage. We couldn’t risk the health of the residents who had already endured so much. Our careful 
coordination and attention to detail ensured that food, medical supplies, and other necessities were 
delivered efficiently, sometimes even using kayaks to reach families isolated by neck-high floodwaters. 
In collaboration with Civil Defense, we helped evacuate individuals in critical condition, including a heart 
attack patient and a dialysis patient. These efforts required precise coordination with Civil Defense teams, 
as ambulances couldn’t reach the flood-affected areas. The AKCAF Association Volunteering Team’s 
quick thinking and adaptability allowed us to respond effectively, even under challenging circumstances.

This wasn’t just a daytime effort—it was a 24-hour operation. AKCAF volunteers, often departing as 
early as 3 or 4 AM, exemplified selflessness and resilience. One particular night remains etched in our 
memory: as we prepared for another round of distribution under a building, residents on the 16th floor 
began cheering for us. Their applause reignited our spirits and reminded us of the critical impact of our 
work. Though our base was a makeshift command center set up in a dry parking lot, AKCAF’s meticulous 
organization ensured everything operated smoothly. Despite the lack of formal facilities, we focused on 
getting provisions packed and delivered swiftly, driven by the pressing needs of the people.

AKCAF’s role in this operation extended far beyond just logistics. They took immense care in every aspect 
of relief efforts. When fresh-cooked meals arrived, AKCAF volunteers made sure they were distributed 
within two to three hours to avoid spoilage. Their attention to detail was paramount, ensuring that no 
one went without food or essential items. One heartwarming example of our dedication was a letter 
of gratitude from a young girl we had assisted—her heartfelt thanks were a powerful reminder of the 
profound impact our collective efforts had made. AKCAF’s volunteers were often referred to as “angels 
of God” by those we helped, and while we never sought recognition, these simple gestures of gratitude 
made every sacrifice worthwhile.

Through this ordeal, we learned valuable lessons—not just about flood relief but also about community 
resilience. AKCAF’s leadership inspired us to identify flood-prone areas in the UAE and start advocating 
for small yet impactful preventive measures, like parking cars in elevated spots, avoiding basements, and 
encouraging families in vulnerable areas to temporarily relocate during heavy rainfall. We recognized that 
every family should be equipped with a basic survival kit to weather such disasters.

Looking back, the experience has fundamentally reshaped our perspective on life, community, and the 
power of volunteering. The AKCAF Association Volunteering Team’s leadership was instrumental in 
saving lives and bringing communities together during a time of unprecedented crisis. The entire effort, 
driven by AKCAF’s vision, showed us that sometimes, all it takes is selflessness and a willingness to 
step up. We are honored to have been a part of such a remarkable and meaningful response, which will 
forever be a testament to AKCAF’s unyielding commitment to humanity.
