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THE LEGACY OF PSI ALPHA: 8 YEARS IN THE ALAMO CITY

On November 1, 2025, we celebrate 85 years of service by the Psi Alpha Chapter of
Omega Psi Phi Fraternity, Inec., in San Antonio. With a current membership of nearly
200 financial brothers, the Chapter continues to be a cornerstone of the Alamo City
community, heavily influenced by the large number of active-duty and retired
military personnel who call S8an Antonio home.

mega men were active in San Antonio as early as the mid-1920s. However, it was in
1940 that eight professional men decided the time was right to formalize their
presence by forming a Graduate Chapter. These men, a dentist, a civil servant, a
physician, a businessman, and four educators, complied with the National Body's
guidelines and were officially chartered on November 1, 1940 and named Psi Alpha
Chapter.

The Charter Members, who ranged in age from 24 to 49, were pioneers, having all attended Historically Black
Colleges and Universities (HBCUs) due to segregation. Two were WWI veterans, and one went on to serve in
WWII after the chapter were chartered, and their combined passion for uplift laid the foundation for decades of

progressive, cooperative, and constructive leadership.

Psi Alpha’s history is inextricably woven into the fabric of San Antonio’s fight for civil rights and its eventual

integration. The accomplishments of its members are permanently etched into the city's landscape, with streets

and buildings named in their honor.

Dr. William Virgil Hurd (Chapter's Second and Longest-Serving Basileus)

Brother Dr. Hurd was the first charter member to join Omega Psi Phi and served as the Chapter's Basileus from
1945 to 1957—the longest tenure in Chapter history. A WWI veteran and dentist, his civie dedication was
profound. He engineered the 18-acre camp for the Alamo City Branch of the YMCA and served as chairman of its
management committee for 13 years, receiving the National Body of the YMCA's highest honor in 1957. He was
also instrumental in the Fraternity, serving at the District and National levels, including as entertainment
committee chairman for the 47th Conclave hosted by Psi Alpha. A 32° Mason and member of Sigma Pi Phi
Fraternity, Dr. Hurd was deeply embedded in San Antonio’s professional, religious, and social circles.

Valmo Bellinger: The Power of the Press

Valmo Bellinger, businessman and editor, founded the San Antonio Register in 1931 after a dispute with the
city’s only Black newspaper. His publication became a cornerstone of Black journalism in South Texas, running
for 47 years and influencing national media. His archive of 22,000 issues, donated to UTS8A, remains one of the
most complete collections of Black newspapers in the Southwest.




4 Harry Middleton Bellinger: Breaking Barriers
Harry Bellinger, Valmo’s younger brother was a legal titan, was the first Black graduate of Wharton’s MBA
program and the University of Pennsylvania Law School. Practicing law in San Antonio, Harry served as lead
attorney for the local NAACP and was the lead counsel in the Brown v. Board of Education case in San Antonio.
Along with his brother, Harry also supported the landmark Sweatt v. Painter case, which led to the founding of

Texas Southern University and set the stage for school desegregation.

Rev. Claude W. Black Jr.: Faith and Activism

Brother Rev. Black was known throughout the South for his activism during the Civil Rights Movement. As
pastor of Mt. Zion First Baptist Church from 1949 to 1998, he organized marches and challenged the
establishment for the unfair treatment of minorities. He was an associate of A. Philip Randolph, Martin Luther
King Jr., and Thurgood Marshall. In 1973, he was elected to the S8an Antonio City Council, serving four terms, and
became the City's first Black Mayor Pro Tem. His instrumental role in advocacy and politics helped make San
Antonio the first integrated Southern City in 1960. Today, his legacy lives on through the street, shopping plaza,

and community center named in his honor.

Psi Alpha Chapter’s influence is etched into San Antonio’s history. From civil rights to education, media to
ministry, its members have shaped the city’s progress. Streets, buildings, and institutions bear their names,
including the Claude W. Black Community Center, Valmo Bellinger Avenue, and several facilities at St. Philip’s
College—the William A. Hudgins Health and Wellness Center, Leonidas Watson Fine Arts Center, and William C.

Davis Science Building.
For 85 years, Psi Alpha Chapter has exemplified the Fraternity’s cardinal principles of Manhood, Scholarship,

Perseverance, and Uplift. From its founding during segregation to its leadership in today’s community, Psi Alpha
continues to stand as a beacon of service and achievement in the Alamo City.
