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This New Round of NJ Laws Will Go into Effect in 2024

New Year, new laws!

It's almost time to say goodbye to 2023, and hello to a new round new state laws that will go
into effect in 2024 in New Jersey.

The minimum wage in New Jersey will increase in 2024. Effective January 1, 2024, the
minimum wage will increase by $1, from $14.13 to $15.13 per hour. This may not sound like a
significant increase, but it's much better compared to the U.S. federal minimum wage, which
has been $7.25 per hour since 2009.

Additionally, seasonal and small employers will increase the minimum wage from $12.93 to
$13.73 per houir.

The New Jersey Department of the Treasury
is also warning of text messages being sent
claiming to be from the Treasury regarding
ANCHOR benefits.

The scammer will try to get personal information
including bank account numbers in order to
either redirect a payment or access other funds in
your account.

How to protect yourself from text scams

Do not provide personal information
A notice on the ANCHOR benefits website reads:

The New Jersey Division of Taxation will not
initiate a text exchange to request personally
identifiable information regarding your ANCHOR
benefit, or your income tax filing.

We urge you to contact us directly before
providing any sensitive personal information in
response to received communications claiming to
be related to the ANCHOR program.

They can include official looking state logos and
even return email addresses that seem like they
are from a state agency.

They will often purport to need verification of
personal data in order for you to receive your
benefits.

You may be asked to click a link that will take you
to an official looking website.

The ultimate goal is to get access to personal
information that can be used to steal your
identity or access your bank account.

How to protect yourself from Phishing scams

Do not click on the links. Do not give personal
information

While it is possible to get an email from a New
Jersey government agency, they will never ask
you to reveal your personal information.

This list includes information about government
imposter, demands for money, student loans,
investment, lottery and telephone scams.

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EPA Proposes Ban on All Consumer and Many Commercial
Uses of Perchloroethylene to Protect Public Health

Strict workplace safety requirements would allow for
numerous key uses to continue

WASHINGTON (June 8, 2023) - Today, the U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA) announced another action to
protect public health under the Toxic Substances Control Act
(TSCA), proposing a ban on most uses of perchloroethylene
(PCE), a chemical known to cause serious health risks such
as neurotoxicity and cancer. Today’s proposal would protect
people from these risks by banning all consumer uses while
allowing for many industrial/commercial uses to continue
only where strict workplace controls could be implemented,
including uses related to national security, aviation and other
critical infrastructure, and the Agency’s efforts to combat the
climate crisis.

“We know that exposure to PCE is dangerous for people’s
health, and today’s rule is an important first step to keeping
communities and workers safe,” said Assistant Administrator
for the Office of Chemical Safety and Pollution Prevention
Michal Freedhoff. “We’ve proposed to ban the uses we know
can’t continue safely, and we've made sure that stringent
controls are in place to protect workers for the uses that
remain.”

PCE is a solvent that is widely used for consumer uses such as
brake cleaners and adhesives, commercial applications such
as dry cleaning, and in many industrial settings. For example,
PCE is used as a chemical intermediate in the production
of two chemical substances regulated under the American
Innovation and Manufacturing Act. This rule proposes to
allow for continued processing of PCE to manufacture
hydrofluorocarbons (HFC)-125 and HFC-134a in tandem
with strict workplace controls, as the two can be mixed with
other substances to make more climate-friendly refrigerants.
Additionally, the rule proposes to continue to allow the
industrial and commercial use of PCE in petrochemical
manufacturing, the manufacture of coatings for aircraft
skins, and vapor degreasing with PCE to make aerospace
parts and engines, as examples of other uses not proposed
for prohibition.

EPA determined that PCE presents unreasonable risk to health,
driven by risks associated with exposure to the chemical by
workers, occupational non-users (workers nearby but not in
direct contact with this chemical), consumers, and those in
close proximity to a consumer use. EPA identified risks for
adverse human health effects, including neurotoxicity from
inhalation and dermal exposures as well as cancer effects
from chronic inhalation exposure. While EPA identified
potential risks to fenceline communities in a small number of
instances, the prohibitions and other requirements in EPA’s

proposed rule are expected to mitigate to a great extent the
potential risks to the neighboring communities.

EPA’s proposed risk management rule would rapidly phase
down manufacturing, processing and distribution of PCE
for all consumer uses and many industrial and commercial
uses, most of which would be fully phased out in 24 months.
The uses subject to the proposed prohibitions represent less
than 20% of the annual production volume of PCE. For most
of the uses of PCE that EPA is proposing to prohibit, EPA’s
analysis also found that alternative products with similar costs
and efficacy to PCE are reasonably available.

EPA is proposing a 10-year phaseout for the use of PCE in dry
cleaning, with compliance dates depending on the type of
machine in which PCE is used. The proposed phaseout of PCE
in dry cleaning would eliminate unreasonable risk for people
who work at or spend considerable time at dry cleaning
facilities. This phaseout period would provide dry cleaners,
many of which are small businesses, time to transition to an
alternative process, and stakeholders have already noted an
overall year-to-year decline in the use of PCE in dry cleaning.
In addition, President Biden’s Fiscal Year 2024 budget request
proposed funding for new pollution prevention grants that
would support small businesses with transitioning to TSCA
compliant practices and mitigate economic impacts. If
implemented, these grants could be used to support small
businesses like dry cleaners in their transition away from PCE.
For the industrial manufacturing, industrial processing and
other uses of PCE that EPA is not proposing to prohibit,
EPA is proposing a workplace chemical protection program
with a strict inhalation exposure limit and requirements to
prevent skin exposure to ensure protection for workers.
EPA has received data from industry that indicate many
workplaces already have controls in place that may reduce
exposures sufficient to meet the inhalation exposure limit in
the proposed rule or to prevent direct skin contact with PCE.
EPA encourages members of the public to read and comment
on the proposed rule. EPA is especially interested in hearing
perspectives on the feasibility and efficacy of the proposed
requirements for worker protections from entities that would
be required to implement the proposed program and the
timeline for the phaseout of PCE use in dry cleaning. In the
coming weeks, EPA will host a public webinar targeted to
employers and workers, but useful for anyone looking for
an overview of the proposed regulatory action to discuss
the proposed program. The date, time and registration
information will be announced soon. EPA will accept
public comments on the proposed rule for PCE for 60 days
following publication in the Federal Register via qocket EPA-

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The word “tang” actually comes from the
Chinese character for “guk.” In the past, tang
referred to broths served at ceremonies and
other formal occasions. As for the ratio of broth
to solid ingredients, tang are the same as guk.
Tang, however, are often boiled longer and at
higher temperatures than guk. Typical examples
include seolleongtang (ox bone soup), galbitang
and dakbokkeumtang (chicken stewed in a base
of red pepper paste). Jjigae, in contrast, tends to
have a strong flavor and a 4 to 6 ratio of broth
to solid ingredients. Served in the dish in which
it was cooked, people either eat communally,
straight from the pot, or serve themselves at the
table. Examples include kimchi jjigae, doenjang
(fermented soybean paste) jjigae, sundubu (soft
tofu) jjigae and budae jjigae, or army base stew.
The latter is so popular among tourists that the
Michelin Guide lists it as one of Korea’s must-try
foods for visitors. The BBC even published an
indepth article on the dish. Its current popularity
contrasts starkly with its origins as a kind of
“survival recipe” amid

the hunger of the Korean War (1950-1953).
Finally, jeongol is a type of hot pot dish. Making
it involves placing a pot of ingredients on a stove,
covering it with seasoned broth and bringing it
to a boil. With jeongol, there are many variations
and many possible ingredients. Favorite iterations
include tofu jeongol, dumpling jeongol and
gopchang (offal) jeongol, to name a few. Now,
while gukbap (hot soup with rice) isn’t usually

included on lists of broth dishes, it, too, is an
important part of the Korean broth experience.
During the Joseon Dynasty (1392-1910), the

rise of marketplaces led to the creation of many
taverns for traveling merchants. Gukbap was

an easy meal to serve at these taverns, where
people could also stay overnight. Cheap bones
and organs were boiled in water and served

over cold rice, and this was the beginning of
gukbap, perhaps the epitome of Korean comfort
food. To this day, gukbap is enjoyed by many as
a quick meal when you're on the go. In recent
years, Korean celebrity chefs have embraced
gukbap. In 2020, chef Jungsik Yim of Jungsik,

a popular Korean restaurant in New York City,
opened a Seoul popup serving gomtang, a classic
type of gukbap. Also in Seoul, chef Park Chan-

il opened Gwanghwamun Gukbap and chef

Ok Dong-sik launched Okdongsik, both serving
modern versions of pork gukbap. What was once
“nostalgia fare” mainly sought-after by older men,
is now appealing to the palates of the younger
generation worldwide. Restaurants in Korea
serving modern Korean dishes are also jumping
on the trend and reinterpreting broth dishes.
Soseoul Hannam, a fine-dining restaurant,

has incorporated crab into its imjasutang, a
traditional dish of ground sesame seeds served
over boiled chicken, while food culture research
institute and restaurant Onjium served gomtang
made with cow intestines boiled separately

to enhance the flavor at a pop-up last winter.
Broths of various kinds have been an integral part
of Korean life for ages. Over the years, diets have
changed and tastes have evolved. As a result,
broth dishes have steadily transformed with the
times. That said, no matter how many years go
by, broth will surely retain a central spot on the
Korean meal table. {
