The Ride to the
Abyss (1992) is regularly cited as one of the finest animated films of all time.
In 2017 Georges Schwizgebel received the Honorary crystal of Annecy festi-
val, in 2018 the Swiss film award of Honor, in 2019 he was appointed officer
of the Order of Arts and Letters (France) and received the Lifetime Achieve-
ment Award at the Zagreb Animafest 2020.

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THE ANNIVERSARY EXHIBITION OF IVAN VESSELINOV
IN “RAIKO ALEXIEV” GALLERY

Every artist is a mold. And | long to be several. | even wish one day to write on the wall
of my house: “Artist in all genres”.

Ivan Vesselinov is known above all as one of the most prominent representatives
of Bulgarian animation cinema. Crowned with national and international prizes, his
films such as “The Devil in the Church” (1969), “Heirs” (1970), “A Little Daytime Mu-
sic” (1971), “Fear” (1973), “A Letter to Granny” (1977) or “Story with a wolf” (1986)
mark stages in the development of this art in our country. His initial steps as an artist
in the field of caricature has led him to the world of animation, where he has won
prestigious national and international awards. Vesselinov is also a long-time and be-
loved teacher in the “Animation Cinema” program at the New Bulgarian University,
where he still teaches as a professor emeritus. Lately, his caricatures, scripts and po-
ems have been published in separate editions. The Publishing House of the New Bul-
garian University has issued perhaps the most prestigious books dedicated to him so
far: “The Animation World of Ivan Vesselinov” (2015), compiled and edited by Prof.
Dr. Svetla Hristova, as well as the luxurious album “Grotesques and Caricatures”
(2021). In recent years, however, Vesselinov has also surprised us with his remark-
able achievements in the field of painting. In his already third solo exhibition, shown
in “Raiko Alexiev” gallery (24.06.2022 - 09.07.2022), the author again demonstrates
enviable achievements in this sphere of art. Nevertheless, Vesselinov does not seem
to take himself quite seriously as a painter, which is evident from the title of the
exhibition — “Laterals” (from Latin — lateral, with the metaphorically meaning of de-
viations), which speaks of some kind of self-irony. However, the exhibited works
come to tell us that in this case we are not talking about some random or “marginal”
author, but a serious painter with his own distinctive handwriting, color and style.
Each one of the black-and-white and color drawings, arranged at the beginning of
the exhibition in the first hall, is solved in a different color shade — from achromatic
to one with rich color saturation. The subjects are mainly in the portraiture genre,
the compositions of which, however, are fragmented and arranged in strange geo-
metric ensembles or refracted through the prism of the extraordinary and even the
fear-provoking: the impression is images being entangled as in a certain strange and
modernist panopticon. In some of these drawings, human faces coexist in composi-
tions with unusual birds, animals or musical instruments.

The paintings on canvas continue and develop the imagery in the drawings. Some
of them are united in cycles such as “Beauty and the Beast”, “Harlequins”, “Nude
Bodies”... Here and there references to the cubist variations of Picasso, to the meta-
physical works of Giorgio de Chirico, to the intimate works of artists from German
Expressionism, to the mysterious and muted color of Paul Klee could be perceived ...
And here, as in the drawings, the image is also decomposed into geometric shapes,
often distancing the “portrayals” from the realm of reality and directing them to the
world of the abstract. In some of the portraits, the author makes his approaches
in the opposite way — he creates the image by the help of geometric shapes. With
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their rich color palette and unusual construction, the compositions often turn into
almost abstract images, into some kind of rebuses, which the viewer imperceptibly
begins to read in his own way, burdening them with his own ideas, memories or
experiences. In this way, Vesselinov invites the viewer in an elegant way to enter his
world full of dreams and fantastic creatures, in which harmony and beauty rule, next
to faces that startle the senses and seem to have come from the world beyond, or
next to the disturbing symbols of our modern times marked, unfortunately, by the
horrors of war.
It is interesting to note that even in the nude bodies represented in a somewhat
cubistic style, a sensual eroticism can be detected, rendered sophisticatedly with a
great taste and measure. The American photographer Rebecca Blake once said that
“eroticism is a necessary force that must be present in art.” Vesselinov seems to
have adopted such a thought as one of his creative directions, which is also evident
from the cheerful cycle of paintings with stylized naked female bodies, constructed
likewise with the means of abstract geometry and color shades on a white back-
ground, but radiating the freshness and impulse of youth, of the indomitable urge
for love and beautiful passion.
The color palette in the paintings, like those in the drawings, range from achromatic
to monochromatic (the superb figural composition in blue), from the muted pastel
hue to explosion of colors in the already mentioned “youth” cycle.
In a number of his paintings, Vesselinov also introduced graphic means of expres-
sion such as contour, stroke, linearly constructed shapes. In others — memories of
the style of the author’s animation films are felt, such as his characters on wheels
instead of legs, which have already become mythical, from the films “Dog Mark”
(1985) and “Jungle under the window” (2013). In the outlining of the human figures,
it seems that some influence from the stylistics of the animation character drawing
can also be noticed — changed proportions, emphasized stylization, characteristic
silhouette...
Despite their abstract or cubistic interpretation, the portraits as well as the human
figures in the compositions, have a sophisticated and even unforgettable silhou-
ette, which gives them the impressive impact of a certain kind of monumentality.
In some of the paintings, the human figures are composed and even intertwined
with machine elements or bicycle wheels, in others the woman is represented as a
many-eyed cat, in third — skulls or fishes with opened and toothy mouths appear or
otherwise attractive forms of a naked female figure, imperceptibly transform in a
weird animal creature...
In addition to being a classic figure in Bulgarian animation and a renowned repre-
sentative of the art of caricature in Bulgaria, Vesselinov, with this exhibition of 130
entirely newly works created in the last few years, ranks among the most outstand-
ing representatives of Bulgarian painting as well. It is righteous to say that his imme-
diately recognizable and varying between the grotesque and the high-level painting
style ensures his oeuvres a definite place in the history of our contemporary art. And
we remain with the hope that the author will soon enchant us with new canvases
and drawings, with which we can immerse ourselves again and again in his full of
beauty and nightmares, poetry and dramas, harmony and collisions and gravitating
between the geometric and the biomorphic, the abstract and the figurative, real and
unreal, world.

90th Anniversary of IVAN VESELINOV
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POSTERS EXHIBITION BY IVAN VESSELINOV

As part of the celebration of prof. Ivan Vesselinov’s 90th anniversary, there is
also an exhibition of his posters made between 1982 and 1987 and dedicated
to the World Festival of Animated Film in Varna, to the National Review of
Animated Cinema in Dobrich (the then Tolbukhin) as well as to the 40th an-
niversary of Bulgarian animation. With its free and at the same time expres-
sive drawing, with its lively and juicy contour made with an artistic stroke,
creating strange, but at the same time cheerful and close to the caricature
stylistic images, possessing even a kind of monumentality, with its lively font
closely related to the character of the drawing, these highly artistic works
represent some of the best examples of Bulgarian poster art. Their peculiar
and unusual coloring approaches the palette of pop art, and the images in
them, with their skillful stylization and the witty gags woven into them, de-
light and attract the viewer’s eye even today. These posters are also a kind of
document of that time. However, with the artistic memory encoded in their
strange pictograms, as well as with the fascinating and ageless modernity of
the author’s handwriting, they secure their irrevocable place in the future of
our national culture.

In this research, which is unique
in its nature, an in-depth analysis is made of the connections of our
brain with the movements of the hand, guided in its creative activity
by both the power of our imagination and by mental accumulations,
memories and ideas. Accompanied by rich video material, the lecture
will reveal a number of unsuspected secrets in our creative nature and
could help to improve our drawing dexterity and open new horizons
for our development as creators of animated films.

Apostol Stoyanov, one of the best animators, also left us. His path in the
Bulgarian animated cinema began in 1985, when he is an inbetweener of the
animator Tsenka Kuyumdzhieva in the film Safari, directed by Anri Koulev.
In 1987, together with other colleagues, he already works as an animator in
‘The Merry Man’, then in other films by Anri Koulev, such as ‘Mrs. Dinosaur*
(2002) and Lily and the ‘Lilly and the Magic Pearl’ (2016). He collaborates with
Andrey Koulev and Assia Kovanova in the series ‘The River’ (2005), the films
‘Poet and Pegasus’ (2003); ‘The Line (2009); ‘The Pianist (2012); ‘Love with
Occasional Showers (2016); ‘Paper Kite* (2019); ‘Santiago’ (2021), as well as
with Ivan Stoyanovich in his ‘No Way’ (2016). In these films, he demonstrates
his skills not only in the field of classical hand-drawn animation, but also in
various other techniques such as dry pastel, watercolor and cut-outs. Before
leaving this world, he worked on the films ‘Sleep Button‘ by lvan Stoyanovich,
‘The Weed Gardener’ by Assia Kovanova and ‘Fish Moon‘ by Andrey Koulev.
