Traditionally, in most areas
of Japan, people have the
habit of standing on the left
side when using escalators.
However, there's a notable
difference in Osaka and the
Kansai region. In Osaka,
residents often prefer
standing on the right side
when using escalators.
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In the past, Osaka served as
a crucial commercial hub,
and locals here would often
carry valuable items with
their right hand, leaving the
left hand free for a quick
response if needed.

Conversely, in Tokyo and the

eastern regions, where
samurais historically carried
swords on the right side,
people tended to stand on
the left side of escalators to
keep their left hand free.

For instance,
in Kansaiben, people often use
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"» H A (akan)" instead of "7 &
(dame)" to convey the meaning of
"not allowed" or "bad." There are

various Kansaiben variations
depending on specific locations
within the Kansai region.

Residents of Osaka may have
different expressions compared to
those in Kyoto or Kobe.

Kansaiben is commonly used to
convey strong emotions and even
for comedic effects. People from
Kansai often use powerful
language to express their feelings,
making Kansaiben sound more
direct and authentic compared to
standard Japanese.

Kansaiben frequently appears in
traditional cultural forms such as
novels, manga, and films,
depicting the everyday life and
personalities of Kansai residents.
