Joan Gratz

Joan Gratz is an Academy Award winning director of animated
short films and commercials. Her films range in content through
painterly expressions of poetry, improvised abstraction, and
animated social documentary.

The technique she pioneered is “Claypainting.” Working directly
before the camera, she applies bits of clay, blends colors and
etches fine lines to create a seamless flow of images.

In Mona Lisa Descending a Staircase, images of the human face
are transformed to communicate the graphic style and emotional
content of major 20th century art works. This animated history of
art won the Oscar in 1992.

Joan developed her animated painting when an architecture
student, then shifted from paint to clay while working with Will
Vinton Studios. During that time, her work included design and
animation for the Academy Award Nominees Return to Oz, Rip
Van Winkle, and The Creation.

Since establishing her own studio, Gratzfilm, in 1987, she has
received many honors for her personal and commercial work.

The Cinematic Experimentation department has been one of the cornerstones of the first
two years of the training since the Filmakademie’s founding in 1991. It is still a mandatory
course in the first year for all students of the Film and Media studies and a required elective
in the second year. Experimenting is not only allowed here, it's expressly encouraged.
Without the typical guidelines and limits of the market, the cinematic experience course
conveys the approaches and methods of contemporary media. Taking many formal — often
underrepresented — approaches into consideration, the students develop short films with
unusual and unique ways of telling stories. Under these conditions, every year a series of
filmatic jewels are created which impress by virtue of their individual expressive forms.

Institute of Animation, Visual Effects and Digital Postproduction

And in 2002, the Filmakademie Baden-Wuerttemberg established its own Institute of
Animation, Visual Effects and Digital Postproduction. Substantially independent in terms of
content, organisation and finance, the Institute is taking over responsibility for the teaching
of all students enrolled in the subject areas Animation an Interactive Media, for the digital
postproduction of all projects produced at the Filmakademie, and for organizing the annual
FMX — International Conference on Animation, Effects, Games and Transmedia in Stuttgart.
Each of the following main areas provides plenty of opportunity for specialization: the
production of animated short films, the creation of visual effects, the development of realtime
animation, the conception of character-based animation formats, and the qualification as a
technical director.

The emphasis of our 3-year Animation BA course at the Hochschule Luzern lies in
cinematic compositions, while simultaneously teaching professional production
techniques. The combination of artistically and practically oriented development aims
are giving students the possibility to find their own cinematic means of expression,
while acquiring the technical knowledge necessary for working on a professional level.
In a basic training during the first year, students will learn essential technical aspects
of storytelling, video editing, sound design, graphic animation as well as animating in
space in small work groups. After the first year, students have the possibility to choose
between a focus on 2D or 3D animation. In the 2D faculty, we teach classical animation,
digital cut-out and mixed media. In the 3D faculty, the emphasis lies on the production
methods of 3D computer animation, puppet animation and stop motion. Special
interest topics such as ,technical and architectural visualising” and , special effects” are
touched on. Of course, inter- and multidisciplinary projects are possible and welcome.
The courses are enriched by a wide choice of theory lectures as well as a course on the
history of the moving image.

A Master studies in animation, builds up on the BA course, and gives students the
possibility to specialise and professionalise in various steps of the production of
animated films. The Hochschule Luzern — Design & Kunst maintains exchange programs
with schools worldwide.

The animation marathon 10X10 is a wonderful idea which was born
at the Varna Festival for Animated Film in 2012: over the course of 10
days each student has to make 10 films — a film a day! The marathon is
organized in such a way that at the end of each day the film is uploaded
to Vimeo, on the special page of the project. Apart from animators,
undergraduate composers also participate in the marathon. This
collaboration is indeed priceless. The music is either prerecorded or
specifically created for the respective film.

In January 2015 the third marathon took place — 10X10X15, in which
students from various universities in Scotland, Bulgaria, England,
Switzerland and Holland took part. The organizer of the event was
Jared Taylor, a professor of animation at the University of Edinburgh.
On the Bulgarian part, Tsvetomira Nikolova, Ass. Prof. at the New
Bulgarian University, was the director and main coordinator of the
project for the past three years. At the end of the ten days, there were
489 miniatures, 149 of which were made by 25 Bulgarian students
from NBU and NATFA.

Assoc. prof. Tsvetomira Nikolova

Just two years ago, at the 9th festival, we had the
opportunity to watch every film Tsvetomira Nikolova
ever made. She was a member of the international jury
at the time. Our panorama of her films this year bears an
enormous sadness and pain — she suddenly passed away
on the first day of August.

Tsvetomira Nikolova was among the main organizers of
the revived World Festival for Animated Film in Varna.
There is probably no other author in Bulgarian animation
so tender and delicate, with such a pristine soul... The
animated universes she created in her films will forever
remain bright refuges of poetry, life, love, fantasy,
playfulness and laughter. For more than 20 years
Tsvetomira Nikolova continuously and whole-heartedly
worked in the field of animation for children. Regardless
of what folklore motif, fabrication, nonsensical poem or
lullaby they came from, her characters always carried
the freshness and generosity of children’s perspective,
which Tsvetomira had managed to preserve throughout
the years. In 2006 she won “The Golden Rhyton” and the
award of the ABFM and NFC for best animated film for
“A+E” — a metaphorical urban fairy tale of yearning and
impossible love in today’s monotonous world.
Tsvetomira Nikolova began teaching Animation at the
New Bulgarian University in 2008. In 2014 the NBU Press
published herdissertation “The Hypothesis of the Strange
Valley and Animation” —an impressive, enormous study
revealing the incredible culturedness and academic
potential of its author. Tsvetomira Nikolova was an
initiator and director of the most productive project
for the Animation program at NBU — the marathon “10
Films for 10 Days.” She was a jury member of selection
committees of various international festivals, herself
winning multiple prizes. In the beginning of this summer
she managed to complete the work on her last animated
documentary.

It is impossible to cover all aspects of her multifaceted
presence. Apart from her 11 animated films, she was the
illustrator of books, participated in many art exhibitions,
and authored screenplays for animated films, which
are still worked on by her colleagues. The loss of
our irreplaceable colleague and friend is especially
noticeable here at this festival. All of her work has been
permanently engrained in Bulgarian animation, as well
as in our hearts.

BULGARIAN ANIMATION SCHOOL - RISE, FALL AND REANIMATION

Up until World War Il, Bulgarian animation was amateurish. Its professional foundations
were laid on October 1, 1948, with the establishment of the Department of Animation
at the Bulgarian Cinematography. The very first films were tales in a naturalistic Disney-
like style. At the end of the 1950s and 1960s a radical esthetic revolution took place.
The childish fairy tales gave way to the philosophical story, the graphics were inspired
by caricature, the artistic deformity replaced the Disney-like naturalism. Bulgarian
animation became comparable with the avant-garde animation schools of the times.
The most prominent artistic persona from that period was the “Patriarch of Bulgarian
animation” Todor Dinov. He introduced many young artists and caricaturists, who
then went on to become the emblem of our national school. At the end of the 60s
the Bulgarian School of Animation was recognized and awarded by all important
animation festivals: from Zagreb to Annecy, from Varna to Oberhausen, from Mamaia
to Krakow and Leipzig... Towards the end of the 70s a new wave of angry young men
imposed a critical vision of reality through existential stories, strong expressiveness
and deformations. The genre of choice was the philosophical grotesque, filled with
dark humor and surreal elements. In the 80s a second new wave took place, which
was oriented towards wider audiences. In the beginning of the 90s a third new wave
presented original ideas and unconventional style. In the 90s Bulgarian animation
suffered a collapse but gradually, even if it was painfully, overcame the crisis. Since
2000, talented university students have helped revive the glorious Bulgarian School of
Animation.

BopsaHa MateeBa

The Bulgarian Animation School (BAS) resembles a perpetual carnival. It treats the
official values and structures cheekily, it mocks them and undermines them, laughs at
them, but always in the form of fables, playful fairy tales, clever and skillfully made, so
that it could never be cornered by an ideology. The masters of BAS have outsmarted
the status quo with the philosophy of the joker. Its weapons are the grotesque, parody,
satire, sarcasm, absurdity, devilishly peeking from behind the funny stories. Neither
feature films, nor documentaries have managed to contribute to Bulgarian culture as
much as short animated films have, with the unmatched acknowledgement given by
the international awards they have won. “Animators have a very special quality that
distinguishes them from other artists,” says Masha Bakalova, curator of the first major
exhibition of animators in Sofia. “In their work, one can clearly see the animator’s
presence, the caricature, the jokes, the grotesque.”

Itisinspiring to see, in one and the same gallery room, the opposing styles, techniques,
and sources of inspiration of the different generations — from the living classics to the
established middle generation to the youngest ones. An exhibition so heavy with talent
is a lot like virtual jazz — everyone improvises, be it aggressively or quietly, but always
with virtuosity and without inhibitions. In a time of spiritual struggle, animators seem
to create a sense of meaning.

“APPARENT MOVEMENT” AND “CHANGE BLINDNESS”
TWO CONTRADICTORY PHENOMENA OF PERCEPTION CONCERNING THE
ANIMATED CINEMA

Cinema is based on a phenomenon known as ,,apparent movement®. This is an illusory movement
created in our brain because of our inability to perceive separately images occurring in a very fast
speed.

A second -less known- inefficiency of our perception is called ,change blindness” and occurs when
we find ourselves unable to perceive certain changes even if they happen in front of our eyes.

In this presentation we will confront “apparent movement” and “change blindness”, and examine
how these phenomena affect animation.

If live action cinema copies automatically what happens in front of the camera, animation in
general, conceives and creates its images as well as its movements. So, a question can be posed: if
there are parts which will never be perceived, why to produce them?

The issue is not just about image economy but concerns much more the mastery of the expressive
power of moving images.
