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The founder of Fo Guang Shan Monastery, Venerable Master Hsing Yun

Venerable Master Hsing Yun was born in 1927 in Jiangdu, Jiangsu Province, China. He was tonsured by em-
inent Master Zhi Kai in Qixia Temple, Nanjing. Venerable Master Hsing Yun founded the Fo Guang Shan in
1967 with the primary goal of promoting Buddhist culture, education, charity and Dharma propagation.

Over two hundred branch temples have been established around the world. Venerable Master Hsing Yun also set
up art galleries, libraries, publishing houses, the Cloud and Water Mobile Clinic, Buddhist colleges, universities
including University of the West, Fo Guang University, Nan Hua University, Nan Tian Institute and Guang
Ming College. Beginning in 1970, he successively established Da Ci Children’s Home and Ren Ai Senior
Citizen’s Home to support the young and elderly in need, and to provide emergency relief aids, etc in servicing
the society.

In 1977, the Fo Guang Buddhist Canon Compilation Committee was established to compile the Fo Guang Bud-
dhist Canon and the Fo Guang Dictionary of Buddhism. In 1997, the Beautiful Live Television (BLTV) was
established, and in 2000, the Merit Times Daily News was founded, becoming the first daily newspaper issued
by the Buddhist community. In addition, Venerable Master Hsing Yun wrote many books that are circu-
lated all over the world, totaling more than 30 million words, have been translated into more than 20
languages, including English, German, French, Japanese, Korean, Spanish, and Portuguese.

Venerable Master Hsing Yun advocates Humanistic Buddhism, and has dedicated his entire life pro-
moting concept of Joy and Harmony, Oneness and Co-existence, Respect and Tolerance, and Peace
and Equality. In 1992, Venerable Master Hsing Yun founded the Buddha’s Light International Associ-
ation (BLIA) to realize the ideal of having the Buddha’s light shining universally on the three thousand
realms, and let the Dharma stream flow across all five continents.
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Introduction of FGBTB

The Fo Guang Buddhist Temple Boston (FGBTB) was established on January 3, 1999. Venerable Mas-
ter Hsing Yun named the temple as “San Fo Center” took into consideration of “Harvard, Fo Guang
Shan, Buddha’s Light Center”. In 1990 Venerable Hsin Ting and Venerable Hui Kai gave a lecture at
MIT, followed by an introduction of Humanistic Buddhism by Venerable Hui Chuan. In 1997, Vener-
able Master Hsing Yun gave a dharma talk in Billerica, MA. BLIA Boston was then established, and
the temple was opened the following year.

The Fo Guang Buddhist Temple is located on Concord Avenue in Cambridge, MA, next to the two
well-known universities, Harvard and MIT. In addition to regular Sunday Dharma services, the temple
offers classes of cooking, arts and crafts, reading, meditation and Buddhism course, etc. Following the
ideas of Three Acts of Goodness and Four Givings, the temple charted BLIA Scouts Boston.

The Water Drop Tea House in the temple serves light meals and aromatic tea and coffee. In midst of

Fo Guang members promoted the Vege Plan A, Global Veggie-Revival VegRun, participated in Chan and Pure
Land Virtual Prayer Service, Triple Gem Refuge and Five Precepts Ceremony, sutra transcription, Buddha bath-
ing and other cultivation activities to purify the mind and environment. 4) Through various activities held by the
temple for the BLIA Scouts Boston, children forgot the inconvenience caused by the pandemic and parents par-
ticipated in activities together.
