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The exhibition “INCLUSIV”, curated with vision by Anila Zajmi-Katanolli and Pino Bonanno,

is not merely a presentation of Albanian art, but a cultural act that embodies one of art’s
most universal ideas: inclusion. Inclusion as openness, as dialogue, as harmony within
diversity.
In this event, Albanian art appears as a living mosaic, where multiple styles, different
generations, and both personal and collective experiences coexist. From classical forms to the
most contemporary experiments, from figuration to abstraction, from the poetic
contemplation of nature to the tension of expressive colors - all find their place under the
same roof.

This is not by chance: it is an aesthetic manifesto of coexistence.

“INCLUSIV” is the narrative of a people who, through art, have learned to transcend
boundaries - political, historical, or aesthetic. It demonstrates that Albanian art is not
confined to a single tradition, but is always in dialogue: with memory, with the present, and
with the universal. In this sense, the exhibition is not simply an exhibition, but a shared
language that invites everyone to participate in this aesthetic journey.

Color, form, material - in this exhibition they are not merely means of expression, but
metaphors of inclusion. Color invites and unites, form transcends familiar boundaries,
composition creates new spaces where the viewer can find themselves. Each work is a bridge
between the individual and the collective, between artist and audience, between Albanian
identity and global culture.

This exhibition is a poetics of inclusion. It knows no boundaries of language or nationality,
but affirms that art is always open, always free, always an invitation to dialogue. In a world
often dominated by divisions, “INCLUSIV” stands as a powerful gesture of union, a testimony
that art can be the most natural space of coexistence.

At its core, “INCLUSIV” is more than an artistic event. It is a cultural manifesto reminding us
that art, in its highest form, is always inclusive: a language of the human spirit that does not
exclude, but welcomes; that does not close, but opens; that does not divide, but unites.

In 1991, he emigrated
to Italy, where he enrolled at the Academy of Fine
Arts in Bari. From that moment on, he devoted
himself entirely to painting. Today, he lives and
works in Fasano, in the Puglia region, together
with his family. He has taken part in numerous
solo and group exhibitions and has built
relationships with many well-known Italian and
European artists. His work is highly respected by
art critics and scholars.
