Transformation of Project Suwadivi

Service, at its core, is about identifying needs that
often go unnoticed and stepping in to fill the gap
with compassion. With Project Suwadivi, the Leo
Lions Club of Colombo Uptown Eminence directed
its focus toward one of the most vulnerable
segments of our society: the patients of the
Ayurvedic Hospital in Rajagiriya.

The initiative was centered on a comprehensive
renovation of the Paralyzed Patients’ Ward—a
space where environment plays a crucial role in
the healing process. Led by the exemplary
leadership of Project Chairperson Leo Lion Rinoshi
Nihara, who was subsequently recognized as the
Lion of the Month for her dedication, the team
embarked on a mission to transform the ward's
atmosphere.

The project involved extensive repainting and
refurbishment, tasks that went far beyond simple
maintenance. The goal was to strip away the
clinical, often dreary aesthetic and replace it with
a brighter, cleaner, and more uplifting
environment. For patients confined to the ward,
often for long durations, these surroundings
significantly impact their mental well-being and

dignity.

By revitalizing this infrastructure, Uptown Eminence
provided more than just fresh paint; we provided
a renewed sense of hope. The team worked
tirelessly to ensure the renovation was completed
to the highest standard, reflecting our belief that
every individual deserves to be cared for in a
space that respects their humanity. Project
Suwadivi stands as a touching reminder that
sometimes, the most powerful medicine we can
offer is the comfort of a caring environment.
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Education is often described as the most powerful weapon which you can use to change the
world. However, for many students, the path to academic success is hindered not by a lack of
capability, but by a lack of basic resources. With the launch of Danumata Athwalak, the Leo Lions
Club of Colombo Uptown Eminence took a decisive step to remove these barriers and empower
the next generation of learners.

This community-focused initiative was designed with a clear and noble objective: to provide
essential stationery items to underprivileged schoolchildren who struggle to afford the tools
necessary for their education. The project was expertly coordinated by Leo Lion Gayan Danasiri,
whose exceptional leadership and logistical precision in executing this drive earned him the title of
Lion of the Month for December 2025.

Under his guidance, the team identified deserving students and organized the distribution of high-
quality stationery packs.
