


The Sandwell Aquatics Centre opened its doors to the public
on Monday 24 July 2023 having completed its planned
transformation into a state-of-the-art community leisure
centre for Sandwell and the wider region. The only brand-
new venue for the Birmingham 2022 Commonwealth
Games, the Smethwick-based centre will offer a huge range
of sport and exercise facilities for everyone in the
community. 

Following the success of the Commonwealth Games last
summer when swimming, para swimming and diving events
were held at this amazing building, we have now celebrated
the completion of the legacy construction phase delivered by
Wates. The pool where 32 Team England Swimming
medals were won is now being used to teach swimming and
diving, to train medal winners of the future, to help people
stay healthy and for lots of fun during the summer holidays.
Sandwell Leisure Trust will be running the centre and has
already signed up 2,800 people for swimming lessons and
more than 4,500 members. This was always designed as a
community leisure facility first and tailored for use during the
Commonwealth Games, rather than the other way around. 

The centre will be fantastic for Sandwell people as well as
the region’s talented swimmers and divers. They will benefit
from having this state-of-the-art facility on their doorstep for
decades to come. The construction has helped to create
jobs for local people, local apprenticeships and work for
local businesses in the supply chain, and is a catalyst for
further investment and regeneration in Sandwell.
