Morning departure to Vienna. Afternoon guided introduction to imperial Vienna, including
the Ringstrasse, Hofburg Palace, and St. Stephen’s Cathedral.

Day 6 - Vienna
A full day to experience Vienna at a relaxed pace. Optional visit to Schonbrunn Palace, the

Museums Quartier, or a quiet walk through elegant residential neighborhoods and parks.

Day 7 - Departure from Vienna or Prague
Private transfer to the Vienna airport or Prague airport according to the preferences.

The medieval charm of Charles Bridge with views of Prague Castle, including stories of legends, saints, and daily
life along the river.

Local stops to try Trdelnik (chimney cake) and artisanal coffee in a historic café associated with Prague’s writers
and intellectuals.

DAY 3 Prague
to Budapest

Morning departure from Prague heading southeast toward
Hungary. The journey leads through the rolling landscapes of
Moravia and southern Slovakia, with comfort stops along the
way to stretch and enjoy the scenery.

Arrival in Budapest in the late afternoon. Short orientation
drive along the Danube, introducing both sides of the city: the
historic hills of Buda and the grand boulevards of Pest. First
views of the Parliament building, Chain Bridge, and Buda
Castle set the tone for the days ahead.

Optional evening Danube river cruise to admire the
illuminated Parliament, bridges, and riverfront architecture —
one of the most memorable introductions to the Hungarian

capital.

Bratislava is a compact and welcoming capital set along the banks
of the Danube, where Central European history unfolds on a human
scale. Its charming Old Town, crowned by a hilltop castle, reflects
centuries shaped by the Kingdom of Hungary, the Habsburg
Empire, and modern Slovak identity.

As a natural link
between Vienna and Budapest, the city offers a gentle pause in the
journey, revealing a softer, more personal perspective on Central
Europe and its layered past.

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DAY 4 Budapest

Full day exploring the highlights of Budapest. Begin on the Buda side with a visit to Buda Castle,
followed by panoramic views from Fisherman’s Bastion overlooking the Danube and the
Parliament building. Continue to Matthias Church, whose colorful roof tiles and layered history
reflect centuries of Hungarian royal tradition.

In the afternoon, enjoy time at leisure for individual exploration, cafés, or an optional visit to
one of Budapest’'s renowned thermal baths such as Széchenyi Thermal Bath or Gellért Baths,
where mineral-rich waters have been part of the city’s culture for generations.

Evening free, or optional dinner featuring traditional Hungarian cuisine accompanied by live
folk music.

Budapest is a city defined by the Danube, whose broad curve
separates the historic hills of Buda from the grand boulevards of
Pest. Monumental architecture such as the Parliament building,
Buda Castle, and the city’s iconic bridges reflects Budapest’s
imperial past and its role as one of Central Europe’s great capitals.
From panoramic viewpoints above the river, the city reveals a
striking sense of scale, elegance, and historical depth shaped by
centuries of cultural exchange.

DAY 5 Budapest to
Vienna
