We recommend that
you consult with your local doctor, travel medical service or specialist
vaccination clinic before commencing your travel. General health advice for
the destination you wish to visit is also available from www.safetravel govt.nz.

TAXES: Certain taxes are mandatory in various countries. There may also
be an additional local tax charged at some airports. All taxes are subject
to change without notice.

DEPOSITS & FINAL PAYMENTS: You will be required to pay a deposit or
deposits when booking. Your Travel Advisor will advise you of how much that
will be. All deposits are non-refundable for changes of mind or cancellations
by you (subject to your rights under the Consumer Guarantees Act). Final
payment is required no later than 15 days prior to departure, unless
otherwise stated. Some airfares or services must be paid in full at the
time of booking. If we have to change any part of your booking for reasons
beyond our control; for example, if an airline changes its schedules, if a
hotelier overbooks hotel accommodation, or if there are any changes in
applicable taxes or charges, we will notify you. If any such changes result
in your holiday costing more, or otherwise being materially different from
that originally booked, then you may cancel the holiday and we will refund
any monies already paid, less any charges levied by suppliers.

OUR CHANGE & CANCELLATION FEES: Subject to your refund and remedy
rights under the Consumer Guarantees Act, the following fees apply if we
change or cancel a booking at your request.

- International: after full payment, the cancellation fee on packages will
be $100 per person plus any supplier fees on the land portion of your
booking and any airline cancellation fees on the air portion.

- Domestic: after full payment, the cancellation fee on packages will
be $100 per person plus any supplier fees on the land portion of your
booking. Domestic airfares are non-refundable.

SUPPLIER CHANGE & CANCELLATION FEES: Cancelled bookings may also
incur supplier fees, which can be up to 100% of the cost of the booking,
regardless of whether travel has commenced.
