


Exodus 20:12 (NLT2)* 
12 “Honor your father and 
mother. Then you will live a 
long, full life in the land 
your God is giving you. 



Proverbs 23:22 (TEV) 
22 Listen to your father; 
without him you would not 
exist. When your mother is old, 
show her your appreciation. 



Proverbs 23:24-25 (TEV) 
24 A righteous person's parents have 
good reason to be happy. You can take 
pride in a wise child. 25 Let your 
father and mother be proud of you; 
give your mother that happiness. 



Matthew 15:4-7 (NLT2) 
4 For instance, God says, ‘Honor your father and 
mother,’ and ‘Anyone who speaks disrespectfully of 
father or mother must be put to death.’ 5 But you say it 
is all right for people to say to their parents, ‘Sorry, I 
can’t help you. For I have vowed to give to God what I 
would have given to you.’ 6 In this way, you say they 
don’t need to honor their parents. And so you cancel the 
word of God for the sake of your own tradition. 7 You 
hypocrites! Isaiah was right when he prophesied about 
you, for he wrote,



Ephesians 6:4 (TEV) 
4 Parents, do not treat your 
children in such a way as to 
make them angry. Instead, raise 
them with Christian discipline 
and instruction.



Ephesians 6:2-3 (NLT2) 
2 “Honor your father and mother.” 
This is the first commandment with a 
promise: 3 If you honor your father and 
mother, “things will go well for you, 
and you will have a long life on the 
earth.”



Jeremiah 35:3-5 (TEV) 
3 So I took the entire Rechabite clan—
Jaazaniah (the son of another Jeremiah, who 
was Habazziniah's son) and all his brothers 
and sons— 4 and brought them to the 
Temple. 5 Then I placed cups and bowls full 
of wine before the Rechabites, and I said to 
them, "Have some wine."



Jeremiah 35:6-10 (NKJV) 
6 But they said, "We will drink no wine, for Jonadab the son of 
Rechab, our father, commanded us, saying, 'You shall drink no 
wine, you nor your sons, forever. 7 You shall not build a house, 
sow seed, plant a vineyard, nor have any of these; but all your 
days you shall dwell in tents, that you may live many days in the 
land where you are sojourners.' 8 Thus we have obeyed the voice 
of Jonadab the son of Rechab, our father, in all that he charged us, to 
drink no wine all our days, we, our wives, our sons, or our daughters, 
9 nor to build ourselves houses to dwell in; nor do we have vineyard, 
field, or seed. 10 But we have dwelt in tents, and have obeyed and 
done according to all that Jonadab our father commanded us.



Jeremiah 35:13-14 (NKJV)* 
13 "Thus says of hosts, the God of Israel: 'Go 
and tell the men of Judah and the inhabitants of 
Jerusalem, "Will you not receive instruction to 
obey My words?" says . 14 "The words of 
Jonadab the son of Rechab, which he commanded his 
sons, not to drink wine, are performed; for to this 
day they drink none, and obey their father's 
commandment. But although I have spoken to you, 
rising early and speaking, you did not obey Me.



Jeremiah 35:18-19 (NKJV)* 
18 And Jeremiah said to the house of the Rechabites, 
"Thus says of hosts, the God of Israel: 
'Because you have obeyed the commandment of 
Jonadab your father, and kept all his precepts 
and done according to all that he commanded 
you, 19 therefore thus of hosts, the God of 
Israel: "Jonadab the son of Rechab shall not lack 
a man to stand before Me forever." ' "



Psalm 128:1-4 (TEV)* 
1 Happy are those who obey , who live 
by his commands. 2 Your work will provide for 
your needs; you will be happy and prosperous. 
3 Your wife will be like a fruitful vine in your 
home, and your children will be like young 
olive trees around your table. 4 A man who 
obeys will surely be blessed like this. 
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
