The Legacy of Betty Thieme
Betty Beal Thieme, the wife of Pastor R. B. Thieme, Jr.,  
began teaching children’s Bible classes in her Houston home 
in the mid-1950s. These lessons reflected her husband’s 
systematic Bible-based teaching, but they were present-
ed in a style that young people could easily follow. Betty’s 
skillful use of visual aids and verbal imagery introduced a 
new generation of believers to key vocabulary and concepts, 
beginning with salvation then gradually covering the basics 
of the spiritual life.

In the mid-1960s, Betty documented her lessons to create the 
youth curriculum for Berachah Church. Youngsters, ranging 
from toddlers to teens, learned night after night, year by 
year, the intricate workings of God’s grace in their lives. Over 
the decades, that curriculum was compiled into Children’s 
Bible Studies, currently published in multiple volumes by 
R. B. Thieme, Jr., Bible Ministries. 

The content and doctrinal principles in this work are drawn 
from Betty Thieme’s legacy. Her dedication to God’s plan for 
her life continues to impact each generation of young believ-
ers in the Lord Jesus Christ.
