Entry Requirements
Don’t worry if you don’t meet the exact entry requirements – 
providers like colleges and sixth forms are here to help.
They’ll always take your personal circumstances into account and 
support you in finding the course that’s right for you.
It’s really important to achieve Grade 4 or above in English 
and Maths, as it opens more doors for your future. But if you 
don’t quite get there, you’ll have the chance to work towards it as 
part of your study programme.
Some courses may ask for specific GCSEs at grade 4 or above, 
depending on the subject. This will be explained when you speak 
with a tutor from the course area.
Entry requirements can vary between different courses, but the 
guide below gives a general idea of what’s usually expected.
