O Living room — wide from 2+ corners

O Kitchen — wide (showing appliances
+ counters)

O Any open-concept view (kitchen -
living, etc.)

BEDROOMS

O Primary bedroom (wide shot, include
windows)

O Primary bath (2 angles: vanity +
shower/tub)

0 Each additional bedroom (wide, show
closets)

0 Guest or bonus rooms (office, gym,
playroom)

0O Each full bath (vanity + tub/shower)
O Each half bath (vanity + toilet)
