“My father always said that to
him the ultimate in wine-making was to produce a ‘Champagne’
in the traditional way and that is what | decided to do with my
block of Chardonnay.”

After studying the science of winemaking for several years,
he gained further practical experience in both Germany and
France and then, in 1990, joined his father on the family farm.
With regard to both the latest equipment and vinification
techniques, Jacques is in the forefront of innovation. He does
not believe in just copying others. “If you copy you will always
be second best. | am not a guy who likes to do the same thing
year after year. | always embrace a fresh challenge.”
