When to Visit the Maldives
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HIGH SEASON | NOVEMBER – APRIL
Ideal for: Sunseekers, honeymooners, smooth sailing
The dry season offers calm seas, clear skies, and plenty of sunshine—perfect for
overwater stays, diving, and relaxing in luxurious seclusion. Resorts book up
early, so advanced planning is key.

SHOULDER SEASON | APRIL – MAY & OCTOBER – NOVEMBER
Ideal for: Flexible travelers, fewer crowds
Weather can be mixed, but you may catch great deals and quieter experiences.
A good balance for travelers who value peace over perfection.

LOW SEASON | MAY – OCTOBER
Ideal for: Surfers, value-conscious escapes
Expect occasional downpours and humidity. That said, it’s the best time to catch
world-class waves—and many resorts offer promotions and packages during
these months.

Support local artisans by buying handmade crafts and shopping at
island markets.
Use reef-safe sunscreen and bring a waterproof phone pouch for
underwater photos.

Sunbathe topless or wear revealing swimwear outside of designated
resort beaches.
Bring alcohol into the country. Alcohol is only served at licensed resorts.
Eat, drink, or smoke in public during Ramadan (especially on local
islands).
Forget to express gratitude—a simple thank you (or tip) is genuinely
appreciated by resort and service staff.

The Maldives is made up of nearly 1,200 islands—many accessible only by air or
sea. Whether you’re traveling to your private resort or exploring nearby atolls,
here’s how to do it in style:

SEAPLANE TRANSFERS
The most scenic way to arrive. These floatplanes land directly on the water and
offer stunning aerial views of atolls and reefs. Many luxury resorts coordinate
transfers directly from Malé International Airport.

SPEEDBOATS
Fast and reliable, speedboats are ideal for resorts closer to Malé. It’s a
comfortable and direct way to start your vacation without needing to fly again
after landing.

TRADITIONAL DHONI BOATS
Want a taste of local flavor? These handcrafted wooden boats were once used
for fishing and trade—and now offer a slower, cultural way to cruise between
islands. Some resorts offer sunset sails aboard a dhoni as part of their experience.

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Packing Tips for a Seamless Escape
In the Maldives, packing light means packing smart.

RESORT WEAR MUSTS
Lightweight, breathable clothing (linen, cotton, resort wear)
Swimsuits (bring a few!)
Sarongs or cover-ups for poolside lounging
Sandals or flip-flops (many resorts are no-shoes entirely)

PRACTICAL ESSENTIALS
Reef-safe sunscreen

Bug spray (especially in rainy season)
Sunglasses, sunhat, after-sun lotion
Light sweater for cooler evenings or boat rides
Adapters for Type D or G plugs (230V)



Gratuities & Service Tips

When and how to tip during your Maldivian escape.

Tipping in the Maldives is appreciated but not always expected.
Most luxury resorts include a service charge (typically 10%) in their
pricing. However, personal gestures of gratitude are always
welcome.

RESTAURANTS
In most cases, service charges are already included. If not, rounding
up or leaving a few extra dollars for exceptional service is a
thoughtful gesture.

HOTEL STAFF
A small tip of $1–2 per day for housekeeping or bell staff is
appreciated, especially at luxury resorts. Consider leaving a thank-
you note with your gratuity at the end of your stay.

SPA SERVICES
Tipping $5–10 per treatment is customary if gratuity isn’t already
included in your bill.

EXCURSION & ACTIVITY GUIDES
While many tours include a built-in fee, feel free to tip your guide
directly (around $5–10) if you received exceptional service or a
private experience.

Curated Tip: If you're unsure whether tipping is appropriate, ask
your resort concierge or simply follow your instincts—kindness is
always appreciated.



Travel Safety Overview

located on private islands, often with on-site security, medical personnel, and
24/7 staff support.

WHAT TO KNOW
Petty crime is rare, especially at resorts
Alcohol is only served at licensed resorts—public consumption is prohibited
Tap water is generally not safe to drink—resorts provide filtered or bottled
water
Emergency care is available in Malé; many resorts have on-site doctors
Seaplane and boat transfers are tightly coordinated for your safety and
convenience
