Day 1: ARRIVE IN WINNIPEG, MANITOBA, 
CANADA Upon arrival to Winnipeg 
Richardson International Airport an Orbridge 
representative will assist with your transfer 
to the hotel.

Retreat back to the lodge for hors 
d’oeuvres, dinner and a presentation on 
Manitoba’s ecosystems and the North Seal 
River’s unique characteristics. The evening  
provides another opportunity to view the 
northern lights.

The lodge is located in a remote 
area without medical facilities or typical infrastructure. 
Outdoor activities have no access to toilet facilities or  
other amenities for durations of several hours.
