Our favourite places to dine in Grenada include the open-air Oliver Restaurant at 
Spice Island Beach Resort and the late celebrity chef Gary Rhodes’ eponymous restaurant at Calabash. For 
a unique experience, Armadillo is a small guesthouse set in the lush north of the island and offers a fine 
dining experience. You should also make sure you visit some of the more rustic local eateries, where you 
can try Grenadian staples such as oil down, a comforting one pot stew, and the deceptively named lambie 
souse, which is a seafood dish centred on slow-cooked conch. Cocoa is another important crop for the local 
economy - don’t leave without trying Belmont Estate’s award-winning organic dark chocolate!
