It is calling for
rooms off EGO10 and along
the C1 corridor to be lefl open
after 9pm from week 6 on-
wards to provide space for
students to study.

When asked to comment
by an Focal, Mr. Basil Boyce,
Buildings Superintendent
said that this was the first he
had heard about the issue. He
expressed surprise that the
complaint did not come

The last few months have
scen a number of blood
thirsty movies sphmﬂng
the box office and cinema
goers  alike with gut

churning images.

1993 has already wil-
nessed “Reservoir Dogs™, “Man
Bites Dog™ and more recently a
film that the Irish Censorship
Board has decided to be unfit for
our eyes - Abel Feriera’s “Bad
Lieutenant™ banned nationwide.

So, is the end ifcivilisation closer
than we think ?

Once a film has been
banned - its fair to say that it will
achieve cult status, thereby at-
tracting the pirate video dealers,

and the film (although banned)
becomes available. Video is a
much more intimate form of
viewing - leading to a closer as-
soclation with the film - than
cinema. Although Ultraviolent
films need to be seen on the big
screen to fully appreciate the
cinematographic aspects of the
genre, if you want to see it - you
can rent it. This leads to the
scenes proposed lo be banned
available for viewing over and
over again. No psychotic’s col-
lection is complete without
“Driller Killer", Abel Ferriera's
1970’s movie about a psychotic
misogynist, a ‘video nasty’,
banned, yet available to rent on
video.

Certainly, violence is a

shocking aspect of films, but is
this violence, dubbed Ultravio-
lence because of the graphic
content of the special effects,
more destructive than the Holly-
wood repeated-dreamlike vio-
lence of films like the Lethal
Weapon series orJFK.
