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Chung Ling High School Historical Overview
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Origins and Historical Significance

Chung Ling High School was founded on
February 9, 1917, initially as a primary school
by members of the Penang Philomathic
Union, including Tan Xin Cheng, Lim Joo
Teik, Khoo Beng Cheang, Khaw Seng Lee,
and Chee Yeong It. The name "Chung Ling"
(##%%) was proposed by Chee Yeong It,
symbolizing the nurturing of talent and
virtue. By 1923, the school expanded to
include secondary education, becoming the
first Chinese high school in Malaya.

During the Japanese occupation of Malaya
(1941-1945), Chung Ling High School

was a center of resistance. Students and
teachers organized anti-Japanese protests
and demonstrations. In retaliation, the
Japanese forces arrested and tortured
teachers and students, resulting in the
deaths of 54 individuals. This tragic period
is commemorated as a significant chapter in
the school's history.

The motto "E&# %" embodies the
enduring spirit and resilience of the school
community, honoring the sacrifices made
during this tumultuous time.

Cultural and Educational Legacy

Chung Ling High School has played a pivotal
role in the development of Chinese education
in Southeast Asia. Under the leadership

of educators like David Chen, the school
emphasized a curriculum that blended
Chinese and English education, fostering

a generation of intellectuals, educators,

and leaders. The school's commitment

to academic excellence and cultural
preservation has solidified its reputation as a
beacon of Chinese education.
