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HOPE

It was eight-and-a-half years ago that we produced “Anne of
Green Gables: The Musical” (where does the time go?!) In the
classic Canadian story, upon learning Marilla & Matthew wanted
to adopt a boy, not the red-haired, freckle-faced girl she was, Anne
describes her feelings as being in ‘the depths of despair.” Her ro-
manticism was equally matched by Marilla’s pragmatism when the
young girl asked her senior if she’d ever been in ‘the depths of
despair.’ Marilla says she hasn’t and Anne presses further to ask
if she could even imagine being in such a state. “No | cannot,”
comes Marilla’s brisk answer, “To despair is to turn your back on
God.” | don’t know. The world seems to be throwing an awful lot at
us that | think could be considered worthy of despair — expanding
attacks in the Middle East & Lebanon, the horrific treatment of
Palestinians, the ongoing war in Ukraine, soaring gas prices in an
already expensive economy, tariffs creating job losses, a lingering
housing crisis, dangerous weather patterns that are a direct result
of climate change — the list goes on and on! The social contract
that once promised if you go to school & work hard, you can buy a
house, be a comfortable member of the middle class & retire well
is feeling far out of reach for most of our Millennials and Gen Z’s.
Those of us older than them worry for their future, if not our own.
So, despair? | get it. | even get why much of society has turned its
back on God, to quote Marilla’s definition. Sometimes, it's easier to
believe in nothing, than to have hope for something you don'’t real-
ly believe can be helped. But... Allow me to quote another charac-
ter many of us will remember from the past — Mr. Rogers: “When
| was a boy & | would see scary things in the news, my mother
would say to me, ‘Look for the helpers. You will always find people
who are helping.” That’'s who Mr. Rogers was — originally a Pres-
byterian minister who devoted his life to helping children see the
world with hope in tangible ways. My favourite, looking back be-
fore my own lifetime, came in 1969. Five years after the American
Civil Rights act legally ended segregation, many sad remnants
lingered, including Whites barring Blacks from their pools. So, in
an episode of his show, “Mr. Roger’s Neighborhood,” on what was
staged as a particularly hot day, Mr. Rogers soaked his feet in a
kiddy pool. When Officer Clemmons, a Black police officer char-
acter on the show, arrived, Mr. Rogers invited him in. Two men of
different races, bare feet in a kiddy pool — a silly image in one way,
and a profound & active invitation to hope in another. The days are
lengthening, light’s increasing, snow is melting, and the first bulbs
are beginning to send up their shoots. Just like last year. And the
year before that. Spring always comes — what a blessing! And at
this time, we celebrate Easter — the glorious new life that emerged
after things were as dark as they could be at Jesus’ crucifixion. Our
faith teaches us to hold onto hope — that darkness will pass & the
light will shine again. But not just in a passive, ‘things-will-get-bet-
ter’ kind of way, but in an active ‘let's-do-something-about-what-
we-can’ kind of way — building community, feeding the hungry,
helping the environment, hosting refugees, gathering in worship,
study & play. This hope is found in the helpers and it truly can beat
despair. We invite you to be part of it! Come on out or let us know
how we can help. Happy Easter — may it be filled with hope in this
despairing and yearning world.

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THE GREATS OF ZORRA - HENRY JOHN CODY

Henry John Cody 1868-1951 was the son of
Elijah J. Cody & Margaret Louise Torrance.
Born in Embro, he was a descendant of the
Elijah Cody family that settled around Cody’s
Corners in the 1820’s. Henry’s father operated
a general store on Huron Street for almost 50
years as well as being the clerk & treasurer for
the Village of Embro. After finishing his early
schooling in Woodstock, he went to live with
his mother’s family in Galt where he attended Galt Collegiate. In
1885, he left Galt to study at the University of Toronto. In 1893 he
was ordained in St. Paul’'s Anglican Church on Bloor Street where
he would serve for many years. He became a Canon in 1903 and
the Archdeacon of York in 1909. Canon Cody'’s served as minister
of education for Ontario in Sir William Hearst's government from
May 1918 until October 1919 when the government was defeat-
ed. His biggest accomplishment was legislation to compel children
to remain in school until age 16. Henry married Florence Louisa
Clarke in 1894. One son, Maurice, was born to them in 1897 but
due to a canoeing accident he drowned in Northern Ontario. Flor-
ence died only a few years later. Henry married a second time to
Barbara Blackstock in 1933. In 1932, Dr. Cody became the pres-
ident of the University of Toronto. Before he retired in 1945, he
stepped in to complete the term as Chancellor left vacant by the
death of Sir Wm Mulock in 1944. Cody was a clergyman, politician
& educator but will be best remembered as a preacher who had
the honour to preach to the king & queen in Buckingham Palace.
In 1965, the Historic Sites Board dedicated a plaque in Embro
Memorial Park in honour of Canon Henry John Cody.
