The ones who
are supposed to protect them directly negotiate
the price and duration of their abuse in advance.

Justice - International

Restore their dignity by providing help, medical
care and job skill training. Your gift could
include items like a sewing machine or a soap-
making kit, helping them begin a new life.

In other places, girls are forced into marriage as
early as age 12. If they cannot conceive a son, they
are marginalized by the community. If they do
become pregnant, their bodies may be unprepared
to handle childbirth, causing birth canal damage.
When this happens, husbands send them back

to their families, where they become a source of
shame.
