The School of Ministry is a non-accredited program that serves to equip and train the Church by providing biblically
sound instruction in the Word of God and to activate the Church in the ministry of the Holy Spirit.

ONE-YEAR PROGRAM The One-Year Program is offered during the Fall Quarter
and online enrollment begins July 1st.
