Welcome to the Sacrament of Confirmaঞon! We are here to help you navigate this journey as a family and we 
recognize that we are ministering in a different ঞme. Families, especially young people, are facing unique and 
difficult challenges and our usual and even familiar methods of formaঞon are no longer working. Pope Francis

The journey toward Confirmaঞon should be a transformaঞve experience, one that draws the person receiving 
into a deeper love with Jesus Christ and His Church. As you begin this journey, know that this process may 
look a li�le different from your past experiences. In response to cultural change we have partnered with the 
Diocese of Palm Beach to shi[ the model for Confirmaঞon Preparaঞon away from the academic, requirement 
driven classroom model, toward a more relaঞonal conversion focused encounter with Christ and His Church. 
In this style of preparaঞon, recepঞon is not governed by a specific confirmaঞon date but rather the readiness 
of a young person to receive the sacrament based on the quesঞons listed on the le[ hand side of this le�er.   
 

Below are answers to frequently asked quesঞons about this process. We know this won’t answer all of your 
quesঞons so we invite you to schedule a ঞme when we can talk about your families specific quesঞons or 
concerns.   
 

· When will my young person receive Confirmaঞon?  
        Confirmaঞon is celebrated every year for all young people who have discerned readiness  
        and have met the basic requirements.  
 

· What is readiness?  
        Readiness is the movement of a young persons will and desire to receive the Sacrament.   
        It comes in response to their encounter with and conversion to Jesus Christ. When  
        Exactly readiness happens depends on the exposure of a young person to a life of prayer,  
        their formaঞon experience, involvement in the parish community, parঞcipaঞon at Mass  
        and in the Sacraments.   
 

· How is readiness determined?  
        Within a young persons small group, trained mentors, based on their relaঞonship with the   
        young person, will periodically have both group and individual conversaঞons and reflecঞons to  
        facilitate and determine readiness.   
 

· When does Confirmaঞon preparaঞon begin? 
         Now, don’t wait! If your young person is in middle school, join a small group today. If your child is    
         younger, parঞcipate in the parish faith formaঞon or family formaঞon program.  
 

· My child goes to Catholic School when does preparaঞon begin for them?  
        For Catholic School students, readiness is determined in the same manor above. Upon graduaঞon  
        from the 8th grade your child will be invited to join a youth ministry small group which includes  
        preparaঞon for Confirmaঞon.  We encourage middle school youth regardless of their school to join a  
        youth ministry small group in their parish today, it’s not another religion class.

Confirmaঞon within a Youth Ministry Seমng  
We are partnering with the Diocese of Palm Beach to create a vision for youth ministry in our parish where preparaঞon for the 

Sacrament of Confirmaঞon is no longer held out as a separate program of instrucঞon, rather it is part of an intenঞonal plan of 

formaঞon within discipleship ministry that includes both middle and high school youth. Within this framework of relaঞonal 

small group ministry, using the RCIA/OCIA as the model, young people are mentored through disঞnct and indefinite phases of 

conversion. They are formed (both heart and mind) toward the recepঞon of the Sacrament of Confirmaঞon which organically 

becomes the natural response of a young person to the movement of their will to receive the sacrament and their desire to live 

a deeper life in Christ. This approach is also forward thinking past the current “graduaঞon effect” of the sacrament and builds 

up sustainable parish ministry to young people that works to accompany them throughout their high school career and beyond.
