A morning or afternoon prekindergarten program at eight
locations in the district with free transportation to eligible
students. Apply and then enroll at Osseo Area Schools
Enrollment Center.

( Four Star Express prekindergarten plus care

A full-day, school-based child care and early learning program.
This tuition-based program is offered Monday through Friday
from 7 a.m.-5:30 p.m., and follows the school year calendar.
Daily breakfast, lunch and snacks are included along with free
transportation to eligible students. Scholarships or child care
assistance are available.

( Blast Wrap Around Care for 4-year-olds

A school-based child care program that supports student
attending prekindergarten programs at Oak View Elementary
School. Care is available Monday-Friday from 7 a.m.-5:30 p.m. on
school days and most non-school days. Weekly tuition is required.
Scholarships or child care assistance are available.
