Right to Recall – Detailed Explanation Right to Recall 

1. Right to Recall             ? 
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1. What is Right to Recall? 

Right to Recall is a democratic mechanism that 

allows voters to remove an elected representative 

before the completion of their term, if they lose 

confidence in that representative. 

Normally, representatives serve their full term (5 

years for MPs and MLAs), but Right to Recall gives 

voters the power to remove them earlier. 

2. Purpose of Right to Recall 

Main objectives: 

 Strengthen democratic accountability 

 Ensure representatives remain responsible to 

voters 

 Prevent misuse of power 

 Reduce corruption and non-performance 

It promotes continuous accountability, not just 

accountability during elections. 

3. Historical Background in India 

A. M. N. Roy (1944) 

 First proposed Right to Recall in India 

 Suggested it as part of his Radical 

Democratic vision 

B. Jayaprakash Narayan (1974) 

 Strongly supported Right to Recall during 

his democratic reform movement 

 Believed it would strengthen people's

4. Current Legal Position in India 

At National and State Legislature Level 

Right to Recall is NOT available for: 

 Members of Parliament (MPs) 

 Members of Legislative Assembly (MLAs) 

There is no constitutional provision for recall at 

these levels. 

At Local Government Level (Available in Some 

States) 

Right to Recall exists in local bodies in some states: 

State Level 

Bihar Panchayats 

Madhya Pradesh Panchayats and Municipalities 

Chhattisgarh Panchayats 

These provisions allow removal of: 

 Panchayat members 

 Municipal chairpersons 

5. Legal Framework – Representation of the 

People Act, 1951 

Representation of the People Act, 1951 governs 

elections in India. 

It allows removal of representatives only under 

specific conditions such as: 

 Corruption 

 Electoral malpractice 

 Criminal conviction 

 Disqualification criteria 

It does NOT allow removal due to public 

dissatisfaction or poor performance.
