That we are mortal and that in death we sleep in the grave until the resurrection at the Second
Coming of Christ. Then the gift of immortality will be given to all who have put their trust in Him, and
that 1,000 years later, the wicked will be resurrected to receive their reward of eternal death. We are a
“living soul”, body, soul, and spirit, and do not exist apart from our body. Genesis 2:7, John 11:12-14,

That our body is the temple of the Holy Spirit, and it is to be treated with the respect due its Creator.
The fullness of human life is achieved when, by the grace of God, we obey His physical, mental, and
moral laws.

The
book, 28 Fundamental Beliefs, which encapsulates the core beliefs of the church, summarizes it
this way:

The Gift of Prophecy
“The Scriptures testify that one of the gifts of the Holy Spirit is prophecy. This gift is an identi-
tying mark of the remnant church and we believe it was manifested in the ministry of Ellen G.
White. Her writings speak with prophetic authority and provide comfort, guidance, instruct-
tion, and correction to the church. They also make clear that the Bible is the standard by
which all teaching and experience must be tested. (Num. 12:6; 2 Chron. 20:20; Amos 3:7; Joel
2:28-29; Acts 2:14-21; 2 Tim. 3:16-17; Heb.1:1-3; Rev. 12:17; Rev. 19:10; Rev. 22:8-9.)”

Over the next weeks and months, the Mentone Seventh-day Adventist Church would like to ac-
quaint or re-acquaint our members and visitors with the Spirit of Prophecy including
fascinating details about Ellen White.
