Each monthly contest entry must be received no later than 11:59 PM PST on the last day of each contest month. Each monthly winner will be 
announced on the 2nd Friday of each month following each monthly contest.  
Limit one (1) entry per person per month.   Limit one (1) win per person per year (March-October 2024)

Entry must include your full name, age (at time of entry), contact email address, phone number, and current residential city or province. If under 
18, entry must include a parent or legal guardian's full name, telephone number and email address. Any in-person entries missing the above 
requirements will be immediately disqualified.  

 
All entries must be original and entirely created by the entrant. There are no restrictions on what an entrant can use to color the image. 

 
Entries will be judged by The Core Club (organizers of this event) based on:* 

Creativity, concept and vision Coloring skill and overall artistic ability 
according to that age category. 

The final winner will be considered by skill 
level relative to their age 

*One winner per month Total- not One winner per category or age. 
Winners will be determined by the judges in their sole discretion. The decisions of the judges will be final and binding in all 
respects. 
Winners will be announced during the first week of the month, following the prior month's entry period, by various means 
including: Walk of the Undead Facebook page and website: www.walkoftheundead98520.com  
The name, age, city, and state of each winner will be posted on the WOTU website and may be broadcast, printed or online in 
various media outlets.
