A trained Parent Coach will help parents and
caregivers identify what areas they require
support. Through this process, goals are
determined, and the Parent Coach will
support families with the resources and tools
needed to achieve their goals. Overall, Home
Visitation is flexible and tailored to each
family’s needs. Home Visitation focuses on
strengthening and supporting families by:

e Teaching problem-solving skills

e Encouraging positive parent-child relationships

e Supporting early child growth and development
(language, fine and gross motor, cognitive,
social & emotional skills)

e Helping families build on their own strengths

e Connecting families with appropriate
community resources

e Encouraging families to make connections with
other families

DEVELOPMENTAL SCREENING
(ages 1 month - 5.5 years)

Would you like to know how your child is
developing? Are they meeting their
developmental milestones? Screening young
children is an effective, efficient way to check
a child’s development. It's also an essential
first step toward identifying children with
delays or disorders in the critical early years.

Our staff are trained in using Ages & Stages
Questionnaire (ASQ-3) and Nipissing child
development screens. The questionnaire is
family friendly and you will receive immediate
feedback.

Our staff will be happy to provide you with
strategies and activities to try at home with
your child, and referrals can also be made to
other early childhood programs that will

continue to enhance your child’s development.

PARENT COACH PROGRAM (ages 7-17)

A Parent Coach will meet with families and

provide assistance on a short-term basis,

providing support and mentorship through

challenges. This program is open to all

families, and includes:
