This morning the guide will take you to the “standing newspaper” where your guide will tell a fascinating

story of a time when newspapers were considered a luxury in Hanoi. Next, stop at a local coffee shop to

observe the rush of daily life in the Old Quarter, before transferring to Gioi Market – the corner where

thousands of trade goods are sold. 

From kitchenware to motorcycle parts, this market has everything! Continue your exploration by driving to

the rail station in a Hanoi suburb and catch a local train back to the city centre. After a 10-minute train

ride that passes over the first French bridge built on the Red River, finish the tour by having lunch at a

vintage Vietnamese restaurant decked out in 70’s décor that will take you back in time to a recently

liberated Hanoi.

In the afternoon, visit the Temple of Literature, Vietnam’s first national university built in the late 11th

century. The picturesque temple is an example of well-preserved traditional Vietnamese architecture and

is featured on the back of the 100,000 Vietnamese Dong banknote. Next, visit Hoa Lo Prison (also known

as the "Hanoi Hilton") used by the French between 1896-1954 to imprison Vietnamese political prisoners

before it housed American POWs. While only part of the original complex is left, the displays present a

Vietnamese perspective in photographs and writings on the foreign powers involved in Vietnam’s recent

history.

Then take a 1hr cyclo tour through the famed Old Quarter known for its ‘36 streets of 36 wares’ named

after the original 36 artisan guilds that date as far back as the 13th century. Explore the fascinating maze

of back streets, fronted by narrow houses known as “tunnel” or “tube houses”, built to avoid taxes

based on the width of their frontage onto the street, a wonderfully eclectic glimpse into Hanoi’s street life.

DAY 2

Early morning, begin the day full of energy with the Tai Chi session and enjoy the sun just rising up

beyond the horizon. Breakfast will be served while cruising back to Gia Luan jetty.

This morning, you will join the tour of Cat Ba World Biosphere by transshipment. It takes 30 minutes to

transfer from Gia Luan to Trung Trang – one of the most impressive caves in Cat Ba Island, Vietnam.

The limestone cave has thousands of stalactites in various shapes, offering geological values with a

typical cave ecosystem. After that, return to the main boat from the cave and the prepare to disembark. 

Brunch is served at the restaurant. Settle the bar bill by the desk at the restaurant (if any).

Disembarkation will begin between 10:30am to 11am and you will be transferred back to the marina. After

retrieving your luggage, you will be transferred back to Hanoi airport for flights to Saigon.

DAY 4
Ha Long Bay – Hanoi – Saigon

This morning, take a 2hr drive northwest to the famous Cu Chi Tunnels, an immense network of

connecting underground tunnels started in 1948 to protect the Viet Cong guerrillas from the French air

and ground sweeps.  The tunnels also served as living quarters, communication and supply routes, and

housed hospitals, food and weapons caches. Touring the underground compounds will provide a better

understanding of the history of the tunnels, the hardship of life in the tunnels and the Vietnamese

resilience during combat. Return to Saigon. Stop at a local restaurant for lunch.

Afternoon we continue to the highlights of city tour. With over eight million inhabitants and four million

motorbikes, Saigon is truly a city that never sleeps. Despite its modernity, Saigon maintains a strong link

to the past and our city tour takes in some of Saigon’s most historic landmarks including the Notre Dame

Cathedral, a red brick edifice with twin spires constructed from materials imported from France (entrance

is only permitted when no services are being performed). 

Then head across the square to the Central Post Office, completed in 1891. A short drive away is the

former Presidential Palace, the headquarters of the Saigon Government during the American War.

Continue to the War Remnants Museum for a vivid perspective of the American War through the eyes of

the Vietnamese. (Please note that some of the displays are very graphic.) Experience Saigon’s famed

street coffee culture while your guide provides a brief language lesson as well as insights into daily life of

a Saigonese before returning to your hotel.

Your journey begins in Saigon with a warm welcome at

the lounge before transferring to My Tho to board your

luxurious floating home. After settling in, enjoy a lunch

buffet as the ship sails upstream, then gather with fellow

travelers for a welcome reception of canapés and

prosecco as twilight casts a golden glow over the

Mekong. Anchoring near Tan Phong Island by Cai Be,

the evening continues with dinner and optional late-night

entertainment in the cinema featuring classic films or

documentaries.

A local

boat takes us to Cai Be to see traditional products like rice paper, rice wine, and coconut candies, then

onward to Tan Phong Island to visit fruit gardens, taste tropical delights, and meet families weaving water

hyacinths into crafts.

In the afternoon, explore Binh Tan Island, where communities cultivate water hyacinths and practice traditional

mat-making, meeting an elderly couple who have dedicated their lives to this craft. The day concludes with a

presentation on life in the Mekong Delta as the ship sails to its overnight mooring near Gieng Island.

Tan Phong Island – Binh Thanh Island – Gieng Island



The day begins with Tai Chi before exploring Gieng Island, where shaded

mango groves, incense making, and traditional boat building showcase

local life.

After lunch, the journey continues

to Evergreen Island to meet a farming family and join in planting,

harvesting, or preparing seedlings—an authentic glimpse into daily delta

life, with produce later used by the ship’s chef. The day ends as we sail

overnight toward Cambodia’s capital.

Rivers precedes lunch, before an afternoon excursion to

Angkor Ban, where a monastery and charming village

offer opportunities to meet monks, engage with locals,

and capture glimpses of Cambodia’s rustic lifestyle. The

day ends as the ship sails back down the Mekong to

overnight at the confluence of the two rivers.

Once your guide has

shared with you its knowledge and secrets, continue

to Baphuon and learn more about the gigantic

project of conservation it has undergone to get back

at its monumental appearance. Then join the

Terrace of Elephants and the Terrace of the Leper

King via Phimeanakas, a small yet wonderful temple

hidden in a multi-century old forest behind the

terraces.
