ARRIVE IN BARCELONA, SPAIN | 
MADREMANYA (D) 
Upon arrival an Orbridge representative will 
be waiting to assist with your transfer to the 
property.

Your guide takes you through the old 
Jewish Quarter, or the Call—one of the best 
preserved in the world—with its narrow streets 
and fascinating squares. After lunch on your 
own gather together at colorful Rocambolesc 
Gelateria to taste confections guaranteed 
to satisfy the strongest sweet tooth. Late 
afternoon return to El Racó de Madremanya 
for a hands-on cooking class to learn the art 
of making paella—one of the region’s most 
famous dishes.

PÚBOL | FIGUERES | PALAU SATOR (B,L,D) 
Immerse yourself in the surreal world of 
Salvador Dalí during a discovery of his life 
and works. After breakfast set out for Púbol 
to tour Gala’s Castle—a serene and secluded 
refuge Salvador Dalí gave to his beloved 
wife and muse, Gala. Continue to the Dalí 
Theatre-Museum for an inside visit. Next stop 
at the medieval town of Palau Sator for a brief 
walking tour, plus a visit to the Palau Sator 
Rural Museum. Gather together for a lovely 
dinner at Mas Pou Restaurant before returning 
to the property.

EL PORT DE LA SELVA | CADAQUÉS | 
CANTALLOPS (B,L,D) See Sant Pere de Rodes, 
a 10th-century Benedictine monastery, and 
hear the legendary tales shrouding its origin. 
Delight in a leisurely seaside stroll before 
lunch. Enjoy free time in Cadaqués before 
venturing to Cantallops in the wine region of 
Empordà to meet the owners of Masia Serra 
Winery. During a tour and tasting followed 
by a lovely dinner, embrace the passion 
and pride exuded by your hospitable and 
knowledgeable hosts.

MADREMANYA | BARCELONA | 
DEPART FOR U.S. (B) After breakfast 
transfer to the airport for flights home.

MONELLS | CALELLA DE PALAFRUGELL | 
LLAFRANC | PALAMÓS (B,L,D) 
Visit the small (and less-frequented) medieval 
town of Monells with a population of around 
200. During a guided walk notice the Gothic-
influenced stone houses and arched walkways.
Drive to Palafrugell for a seaside walk 
between Calella de Palafrugell and Llafranc—
two of three coastal areas belonging to the 
municipality of Palafrugell—before lunch at 
El Far. This afternoon features an excursion to 
Museu de la Pesca to learn about the fishing 
industry’s history and importance to the region 
and culture. Continue to a local market to 
see a fish auction in action. Peruse the fresh 
seafood, including selections you will use in 
a hands-on cooking class to create dishes for 
tonight’s dinner.

6

LA BISBAL | EMPÚRIES | L’ESCALA (B,D) 
Walk through the local market in La Bisbal, 
the capital of Catalan pottery, admiring the 
colorful goods on display. Continue to the 
ruins of Empúries to view part of the legacy 
left behind by Greek and Roman civilizations. 
Abandoned and buried by years of sand 
blowing in from the coast, this area showcases 
ruins of excavated temples and sanctuaries, 
plus remnants of artifacts including pottery 
and mosaics. This evening relax and dine at 
Michelin-starred Massana in Girona.

EMPORDÀ (B,L,D) Following a leisurely 
morning at the property delight in a picnic 
lunch surrounded by lush palms and cypress 
trees that grow among the gardens. This 
afternoon set out for La Vinyeta, a family-
run winery with striking views of surrounding 
mountains. Meet the owner and vintner to 
explore the grounds of verdant vineyards and 
olive trees. Not only does La Vinyeta produce 
fantastic wines, olive oil and fresh eggs, but it 
has an uplifting story of beating the odds to 
succeed. Partake in an olive-oil and wine-
tasting experience before dinner. Tonight 
join fellow travel companions for a farewell 
dinner featuring an exciting Flamenco dance 
performance to celebrate your memorable 
time exploring the Spanish Coast.

2,000 years ago. Discover the elegant and inspiring 
Catalan Gothic architecture—its charming corners 
and squares hidden away down ancient narrow 
streets. From here travel back to the Middle Ages 
visiting the Jewish Quarter and the El Born district. 
See popular locales, such as Plaça Reial (Royal 
Square) and its Fountain of the Three Graces, Carrer 
Ferran, Plaça del Pi, Carrer Petritxol, Plaça Sant 
Jaume, Plaça del Rei (King’s Square) and Plaça Sant 
Felip Neri.

BARCELONA (B) The day is yours to enjoy Barcelona 
at leisure. Perhaps visit the Picasso Museum to view 
some of the artist’s early sketches and lesser-known 
works or take a pleasant stroll down Las Ramblas, 
Barcelona’s most famous pedestrian boulevard. 
Venture to Parc Güell, an area originally designed 
by Count Eusebi Güell and Gaudi that was intended 
as a luxury residential community, but was instead 
turned into a public park and municipal garden.
