Youhehui Haitian and the Zhengfang Youhehui City
Living Room. This area features renowned tourist
attractions like the Sailboat Station, Seaside Swimming
Pool, and Love Post Office. Moreover, from this vantage
point, you can admire the impressive view of the Hong
Kong-Zhuhai-Macao Bridge.
