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Keystroke was a vibrant daily learning series launched by the Rotaract Club of Coimbatore City to
boost digital efficiency and confidence among Rotaractors, students, and working professionals.
Focused on keyboard shortcuts, the initiative offered bite-sized lessons—one shortcut a day—
complete with functions, benefits, and tips.

Accessible and easy to follow, Keystroke encouraged even the least tech-savvy users to dive in,
gradually building a habit of proactive learning. Its ripple effect extended beyond the campaign—
members shared knowledge with peers, improved team productivity, and gained greater digital
fluency.

Far more than just key combinations, Keystroke stood as a mindset shift: proving that small,
consistent actions can lead to significant, lasting impact in both personal and professional digital
journeys.
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The Free Medical Camp organized by the Rotaract Club of Coimbatore City was a significant
step toward bridging healthcare gaps in underserved communities. Held in collaboration with
local hospitals and healthcare professionals, the event offered a range of essential services
including general health checkups, vision screenings, and a blood donation drive—all provided
free of cost.

Beyond providing medical support, the camp emphasized the importance of regular
health monitoring and community-based health education. It reflected the Rotaract Club’s
commitment to compassion, wellness, and responsible community service.
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On February 22, 2025, the Rotaract Club of Coimbatore City, in collaboration with fellow clubs
from RI District 3234, hosted DJ Night - 2-Day Villagers Edition at Poorivakkam, Chennai.
