On the occasion of Janjatiya Gaurav Diwas all the
students of class VIII 1o, XI, and XII produced a Natak
(play) in the guidance of Mr. Ankit Tripathi sir.

The British imperial power claimed their control over the
forest and they wanted to protect their proprietorship. But
Birsa Munda, a tribal young man, gathered all the people
of his community to organise a protest against the british
oppression and muscle power. Consequently there is a
combat between the British and the Tribal people under
the leadership of Birsa Munda. At the end, a friend of
Birsa Munda tried to convince him to leave as soon as

possible because it was difficult for them to win against

the British. But he refused to leave and finally he was

caught by the british and his friend had been killed.

The story highlights the resilience of the people belonging to the tribal community and
their sense of belongingness to the land where they are born and grow taking sustenance
from. The history of Indian freedom struggle is full of such stories of valour shown by
the Tribal people who don’t get adequate presentation in the history texts. This
presentation altogether was to awaken the students to the rich contribution of the tribal
communities across several parts in India in the Indian freedom struggle. In a way their
great contribution has received a limited access to the history texts. Eventually they
don’t get sufficient acclaim because of their marginalised portrayal in the creative

stories and textbooks.

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Distortion of the Expressions of Contemporary Women Artists
A Feminist Perspective

Art has always reflected the social structure of
its time. Just as ancient scriptures and Puranic
texts shaped social values and portrayed women
with dignity and reverence, contemporary
society presents a contrasting reality. Today,
issues related to women’s identity, safety,
freedom, and rights remain pressing concerns. In
response to these realities, contemporary
women artists have turned to art as a powerful
medium of dialogue, resistance, and self-

Feminist discourse in art focuses on women’s identity, autonomy, experiences, and
struggles.

Distorted faces,
fragmented bodies, blurred identities, and layered images become symbolic
representations of violence, domestic oppression, identity crisis, and emotional
conflict. This distortion compels viewers to confront uncomfortable truths about
women’s lived realities.

Several prominent women artists have contributed significantly to feminist visual
discourse. Amrita Sher-Gil portrayed the silent suffering and inner strength of Indian
women, particularly in works like Group of Three Girls. Anjolie Ela Menon used
melancholic female figures and window frames to explore loneliness and the boundary
between inner and outer worlds. Arpana Caur, through her powerful Widows of
Vrindavan series, highlighted the marginalization and isolation of widows, blending
traditional miniature styles with modern symbolism. Nalini Malani expanded feminist
expression through video art and shadow installations, addressing themes of violence,
displacement, and trauma. Similarly, Arpita Singh depicted women’s everyday lives
intertwined with psychological tension and subtle social commentary.

In the digital age, distortion also appears through blurred faces, fragmented layers, and
experimental media, symbolizing how women’s identities are often suppressed or
reshaped by societal expectations. Contemporary.art, therefore, becomes more than
visual representation—it transforms into experience, protest, and dialogue.

In conclusion, the distortion of expressions in contemporary women’s art is not
negative or destructive. It is a creative and ideological resistance—a search for truth. By
breaking traditional aesthetics, these artists reveal the complex emotional and social
realities of women. Their work deepens feminist consciousness and places women’s
experiences at the center of artistic and social discourse, asserting identity, autonomy,

and the right to be seen beyond imposed ideals.

	DOT ADDITION
	गणित हमारे जीवन का एक अत्यंत महत्वपूर्ण विषय है। हम अपने दैनिक जीवन में हर दिन किसी न किसी रूप में गणित का प्रयोग करते हैं। चाहे बाजार में सामान खरीदना हो, पैसे का हिसाब लगाना हो, समय की गणना करनी हो या अंकों का जोड़-घटाव करना हो—हर जगह गणित की आवश्यकता होती है। जोड़  गणित की सबसे मूलभूत क्रियाओं में से एक है। जोड़ करने की कई विधियाँ प्रचलित हैं, परंतु “डॉट एडिशन” की विधि बहुत ही अनोखी, सरल और मजेदार है। यह विधि विशेष रूप से विद्यार्थियों के लिए उपयोगी है, क्योंकि इससे जोड़ करना आसान और रोचक बन जाता है। डॉट एडिशन की प्रक्रिया समझने में बहुत सरल है। सबसे पहले संख्याओं को सही क्रम में लिखा जाता है। फिर प्रत्येक स्थान के अंकों को ध्यानपूर्वक देखा जाता है। यदि जोड़ या घटाने के बाद कोई अंक बचता है, तो उसे अगले अंक के साथ जोड़ दिया जाता है। जब अंत में कोई अंक शेष रह जाता है, तो उसे नीचे लिख दिया जाता है। इसके बाद दाईं ओर जितने डॉट (•) होते हैं, उन्हें बाईं ओर स्थानांतरित किया जाता है। फिर बाईं ओर भी वही प्रक्रिया दोहराई जाती है। इस प्रकार, एक-एक स्थान का जोड़ क्रमबद्ध तरीके से पूरा किया जाता है और अंत में सही उत्तर प्राप्त होता है। इस विधि का सबसे बड़ा लाभ यह है कि यह जोड़ को सरल और स्पष्ट बना देती है। छोटे बच्चों के लिए यह तरीका अत्यंत उपयोगी है, क्योंकि वे डॉट्स की सहायता से अंकों को गिनकर आसानी से समझ सकते हैं। इससे उनकी गणना करने की गति बढ़ती है और गलतियाँ भी कम होती हैं। डॉट एडिशन से विद्यार्थियों में गणित के प्रति रुचि उत्पन्न होती है और उनका आत्मविश्वास भी बढ़ता है। डॉट एडिशन न केवल एक शैक्षणिक विधि है, बल्कि यह सीखने का एक मनोरंजक माध्यम भी है। जब विद्यार्थी डॉट्स के माध्यम से जोड़ करना सीखते हैं, तो उन्हें गणित किसी खेल जैसा प्रतीत होता है। इससे पढ़ाई का तनाव कम होता है और सीखने की प्रक्रिया आनंददायक बन जाती है। मुझे डॉट एडिशन की यह विधि बहुत अच्छी लगी। इससे मैंने जोड़ करना और भी अच्छे से सीख लिया। अब मैं संख्याओं को तेजी से और सही तरीके से जोड़ सकता हूँ। वास्तव में, डॉट एडिशन एक ऐसी अनोखी और उपयोगी पद्धति है, जो गणित को सरल, आकर्षक और आनंददायक बना देती है।

	पीएम श्री स्कूल, जवाहर नवोदय विद्यालय, कुनकुरी, जशपुर (छ.ग.) में दिनांक 25 नवम्बर 2025 को मॉडल यूथ ग्राम सभा (MYGS) का आयोजन प्रातः 11:00 बजे से दोपहर 1:00 बजे तक विद्यालय असेंबली ग्राउंड में किया गया। इस कार्यक्रम का उद्देश्य विद्यार्थियों को स्थानीय स्वशासन की वास्तविक प्रक्रियाओं से परिचित कराना तथा उनमें नेतृत्व, सहभागिता और नागरिक जिम्मेदारी की भावना विकसित करना था। कार्यक्रम का आयोजन विद्यालय की सामाजिक विज्ञान शिक्षिका श्रीमती रूबी के समन्वय में किया गया। बैठक का शुभारंभ प्राचार्य श्री सोमनाथ मल्लिक के स्वागत भाषण से हुआ। उन्होंने सभी आमंत्रित अतिथियों—सरपंच, पंचायत सदस्य, वार्ड पंच, जन प्रतिनिधि एवं विद्यालय परिवार का स्वागत करते हुए बताया कि MYGS का उद्देश्य विद्यार्थियों को प्रशासनिक निर्णय-प्रक्रिया का प्रत्यक्ष अनुभव प्रदान करना तथा उन्हें जागरूक नागरिक बनाना है। इसके पश्चात स्नातकोत्तर शिक्षक (इतिहास)  डॉ. संतोष कुमार तिवारी ने ग्राम सभा की अवधारणा, महत्व और कार्यप्रणाली पर प्रकाश डाला। उन्होंने स्पष्ट किया कि यह एक “मॉडल ग्राम सभा” है, जिसमें वास्तविक ग्राम सभा की तरह समस्याएँ सुनना, उन पर चर्चा करना और सामूहिक रूप से निर्णय लेना शामिल है। सभा में आमंत्रित मुख्य अतिथि श्रीमती कलिस्ता तिर्की (सरपंच) ने ग्रामीण समस्याओं पर अपने विचार रखते हुए कहा कि किसी भी गांव का विकास सामूहिक सहभागिता से ही संभव है। उन्होंने स्वास्थ्य, शिक्षा, रोजगार, पर्यावरण और जनजातीय अधिकार जैसे विषयों को अत्यंत महत्वपूर्ण बताया। इसके पश्चात छात्रों द्वारा मंच संचालन करते हुए विभिन्न भूमिकाएँ निभाई गईं। चर्चा के दौरान स्वास्थ्य एवं स्वच्छता से जुड़े मुद्दों पर विशेष ध्यान दिया गया। बताया गया कि लगभग 30% घरों में शौचालय की सुविधा नहीं है, नालियों की सफाई नहीं होती और पाइपलाइन क्षतिग्रस्त होने से दूषित पानी की आपूर्ति हो रही है। आंगनवाड़ी कार्यकर्ताओं ने बच्चों में कुपोषण की समस्या पर चिंता व्यक्त की। इस पर निर्णय लिया गया कि नालियों की मरम्मत, जल परीक्षण शिविर तथा आंगनवाड़ी स्तर पर पोषण वितरण को सुदृढ़ किया जाएगा। शिक्षा के विषय पर चर्चा करते हुए बताया गया कि विज्ञान और गणित के शिक्षक पद पिछले तीन वर्षों से रिक्त हैं, जिससे विद्यार्थियों की गुणवत्ता प्रभावित हो रही है। SMC सदस्यों और युवा प्रतिनिधियों ने शिक्षक भर्ती और स्कूल संसाधनों की पूर्ति की आवश्यकता पर बल दिया। निर्णय लिया गया कि रिक्त पदों की पूर्ति हेतु जिला कार्यालय को प्रस्ताव भेजा जाएगा तथा SMC की नियमित बैठकें सुनिश्चित की जाएँगी। इसके पश्चात रोजगार, कौशल विकास एवं कृषि से संबंधित विषयों पर चर्चा हुई। बताया गया कि पिछले एक वर्ष में लगभग 40% युवा रोजगार की तलाश में शहरों की ओर पलायन कर चुके हैं। कृषि प्रतिनिधियों ने बीज, उर्वरक, कीट प्रकोप एवं तकनीकी प्रशिक्षण की कमी की ओर ध्यान आकर्षित किया। निर्णय लिया गया कि SHG के लिए 7-दिवसीय प्रशिक्षण, युवाओं के लिए कौशल विकास कार्यक्रम तथा कृषि विभाग को औपचारिक प्रस्ताव भेजा जाएगा। पर्यावरण एवं सामाजिक-सांस्कृतिक विकास पर चर्चा करते हुए बताया गया कि गांव में प्लास्टिक कचरे की मात्रा बढ़ रही है, खेल मैदान एवं सामुदायिक भवन की स्थिति भी संतोषजनक नहीं है। NGO प्रतिनिधियों के सुझाव पर प्लास्टिक-मुक्त गांव अभियान, कचरा प्रबंधन इकाई की स्थापना तथा खेल मैदान हेतु प्रस्ताव भेजने का निर्णय लिया गया। सभा का सबसे महत्वपूर्ण विषय जनजातीय भूमि अधिकार एवं भूमि अधिग्रहण रहा। NGO, किसान एवं युवा प्रतिनिधियों ने बताया कि ग्राम सभा की अनुमति के बिना भूमि अधिग्रहण के प्रयास किए जा रहे हैं, जो PESA एवं FRA कानूनों का उल्लंघन है। सर्वसम्मति से निर्णय लिया गया कि पांच सदस्यीय जनजातीय अधिकार समिति का गठन किया जाएगा तथा ग्राम सभा की अनुमति के बिना कोई भूमि प्रक्रिया आगे नहीं बढ़ने दी जाएगी। अंतिम चरण में छात्र प्रतिनिधियों को मंच दिया गया, जिन्होंने नशामुक्ति अभियान, स्कूल बस सुविधा, बालिकाओं की सुरक्षा, पुस्तकालय एवं खेल सामग्री की आवश्यकता जैसे महत्वपूर्ण सुझाव दिए। सभी सुझावों को MYGS रिपोर्ट में सम्मिलित किया गया। कार्यक्रम के अंत में सचिव द्वारा धन्यवाद ज्ञापन प्रस्तुत किया गया। तत्पश्चात विद्यालय के शिक्षक श्री मुकेश कुमार सोनी द्वारा समापन भाषण दिया गया। छात्र-सरपंच द्वारा सभा की विधिवत समाप्ति की घोषणा के साथ कार्यक्रम शांतिपूर्ण ढंग से संपन्न हुआ। मॉडल यूथ ग्राम सभा विद्यार्थियों के लिए लोकतंत्र, प्रशासन और सामाजिक उत्तरदायित्व का सजीव अभ्यास सिद्ध हुई। इस आयोजन ने यह प्रमाणित किया कि युवा पीढ़ी यदि जागरूक और सहभागी बने, तो समाज का भविष्य सशक्त और संवेदनशील हो सकता है।

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	ग्रह, सम्बन्ध और जीवन-व्यवहार
	अभिवादनशीलस्य नित्यं वृद्धोपसेविनः। चत्वारि तस्य वर्धन्ते आयुर्विद्या यशो बलम्॥
	भारतीय दर्शन और ज्योतिष में यह माना गया है कि मनुष्य का जीवन केवल कर्मों से नहीं, बल्कि सम्बन्धों के प्रति उसके व्यवहार से भी आकार लेता है। उपर्युक्त श्लोक से भी यह स्पष्ट है कि जो व्यक्ति विनम्र है, बड़ों का सम्मान करता है और उनके सान्निध्य में रहता है, उसके जीवन में चार गुण स्वतः बढ़ते हैं—दीर्घायु, ज्ञान, यश और शारीरिक-मानसिक बल। यही चारों तत्व ज्योतिष में ग्रहों के माध्यम से अभिव्यक्त होते हैं। श्लोक में वर्णित आयु, विद्या, यश और बल वास्तव में अच्छे संस्कारों और सही व्यवहार का ही फल हैं। इस प्रकार, सम्बन्धों का सम्मान ही जीवन की सच्ची उन्नति का मार्ग है।  इसलिए यह विषय महत्त्वपूर्ण हो जाता है कि पिता, माता, गुरु और भाई जैसे सम्बन्धों को जब हम ग्रहों से जोड़कर समझते हैं, तो यह केवल आस्था नहीं रहता, बल्कि व्यवहारिक जीवन-दर्शन बन जाता है।
	ग्रहों का मानवीय संबंधों के साथ प्रभाव का विश्लेषण अग्रलिखित है -  सूर्य और पिता : आत्मसम्मान व नेतृत्व का आधार सूर्य आत्मा, आत्मविश्वास और नेतृत्व का प्रतीक है। पिता जीवन में अनुशासन, मर्यादा और दिशा प्रदान करते हैं। जब व्यक्ति पिता का सम्मान करता है, तो सूर्य बलवान होता है, जिससे आत्मविश्वास, स्पष्ट लक्ष्य और सामाजिक प्रतिष्ठा प्राप्त होती है। पिता की अवहेलना जीवन में अहंकार, अस्थिरता और निर्णयहीनता को जन्म देती है। चन्द्र और माता : मन व भावनात्मक संतुलन चन्द्र मन, भावना और संवेदनशीलता का प्रतिनिधि है। माता का स्नेह चन्द्रमा की तरह मन को शीतल और स्थिर बनाता है। माता के प्रति आदर भाव रखने से मानसिक शांति, करुणा और भावनात्मक परिपक्वता आती है। माता से दूरी या असम्मान चन्द्र को कमजोर कर मानसिक अशांति और चिंता को बढ़ाता है। बृहस्पति और गुरु : ज्ञान व मूल्यबोध बृहस्पति विद्या, नीति और विवेक का ग्रह है। गुरु जीवन में सही-गलत का बोध कराते हैं। गुरु का सम्मान करने से व्यक्ति में धैर्य, सदाचार और सकारात्मक सोच विकसित होती है। गुरु के प्रति उपेक्षा बृहस्पति को कमजोर कर भ्रम, गलत निर्णय और नैतिक पतन का कारण बनती है। मंगल और भाई : साहस व कर्मशक्ति मंगल ऊर्जा, साहस और पराक्रम का प्रतीक है। भाई जीवन में संघर्ष, सहयोग और सुरक्षा की भावना जगाता है। भाई के साथ सम्मानपूर्ण सम्बन्ध रखने से साहस, आत्मबल और कर्मठता बढ़ती है। मंगल के अशुभ होने पर क्रोध, टकराव और असंयम देखने को मिलता है। अन्य ग्रह और सामाजिक व्यवहार बुध संवाद और बुद्धि, शुक्र प्रेम और सौहार्द, शनि अनुशासन और कर्म, राहु महत्वाकांक्षा और केतु वैराग्य का प्रतिनिधित्व करते हैं। ये सभी ग्रह तभी सकारात्मक फल देते हैं जब व्यक्ति अपने सम्बन्धों में संयम, सम्मान और जिम्मेदारी निभाता है।
	निष्कर्ष भारतीय परंपरा में एक अनुभवसिद्ध आम अवधारणा है कि गुरू का सम्मान करने वाला कभी पथभ्रष्ट नहीं होता, पिता की सेवा करने वाला कभी निर्धन नहीं होता, माँ का सम्मान करने वाला कभी मन से विचलित नहीं होता, बहन का सम्मान करने वाला आचरणहीन नहीं होता और भाई का सहयोग प्राप्त करने वाला कभी निर्बल नहीं होता। यह स्पष्ट है कि ग्रह हमारे व्यवहार के दर्पण हैं। जब हम पिता, माता, गुरु, भाई और बहन का सम्मान करते हैं, तब ग्रह अनुकूल होकर हमारे जीवन को संतुलित और सफल बनाते हैं। अतः हमे अपने जीवन में संबंधों को महत्व और सम्मान देना चाहिए, जिससे हमारा जीवन सार्थक एवं सुखमय बन सके।

	Distortion of the Expressions of Contemporary Women Artists  A Feminist Perspective
	Art has always reflected the social structure of its time. Just as ancient scriptures and Puranic texts shaped social values and portrayed women with dignity and reverence, contemporary society presents a contrasting reality. Today, issues related to women’s identity, safety, freedom, and rights remain pressing concerns. In response to these realities, contemporary women artists have turned to art as a powerful medium of dialogue, resistance, and self-expression.
	Feminist discourse in art focuses on women’s identity, autonomy, experiences, and struggles. Contemporary women artists express themes of oppression, resistance, loneliness, and inner conflict through innovative visual languages. One of the most striking methods they adopt is the distortion of expressions. Here, distortion does not imply ugliness; rather, it symbolizes suppressed emotions, hidden pain, anger, and psychological trauma that society often ignores. Unlike traditional art, where women were portrayed as calm, gentle, and idealized figures, contemporary artists deliberately reshape facial features and body forms to challenge the “ideal woman” image constructed by patriarchal norms. Distorted faces, fragmented bodies, blurred identities, and layered images become symbolic representations of violence, domestic oppression, identity crisis, and emotional conflict. This distortion compels viewers to confront uncomfortable truths about women’s lived realities. Several prominent women artists have contributed significantly to feminist visual discourse. Amrita Sher-Gil portrayed the silent suffering and inner strength of Indian women, particularly in works like Group of Three Girls. Anjolie Ela Menon used melancholic female figures and window frames to explore loneliness and the boundary between inner and outer worlds. Arpana Caur, through her powerful Widows of Vrindavan series, highlighted the marginalization and isolation of widows, blending traditional miniature styles with modern symbolism. Nalini Malani expanded feminist expression through video art and shadow installations, addressing themes of violence, displacement, and trauma. Similarly, Arpita Singh depicted women’s everyday lives intertwined with psychological tension and subtle social commentary. In the digital age, distortion also appears through blurred faces, fragmented layers, and experimental media, symbolizing how women’s identities are often suppressed or reshaped by societal expectations. Contemporary art, therefore, becomes more than visual representation—it transforms into experience, protest, and dialogue. In conclusion, the distortion of expressions in contemporary women’s art is not negative or destructive. It is a creative and ideological resistance—a search for truth. By breaking traditional aesthetics, these artists reveal the complex emotional and social realities of women. Their work deepens feminist consciousness and places women’s experiences at the center of artistic and social discourse, asserting identity, autonomy, and the right to be seen beyond imposed ideals.
