REFERRING PATIENTS
MOVING FROM OTHER
AREAS

When patients move into your practice area from other
parts of the country it is your practice’s responsibility to
arrange local follow up for conditions which the patient
' was already seeing a specialist.

Patients who move from other parts of the country may
need to continue having follow up for their conditions
with a specialist locally. It would be ideal if the specialist
in the patient’s old location arranged follow up and
transferred care to a specialist in the new location,
however, there is currently no mechanism or compulsion
for them to do this.

Currently it is the responsibility of the patient’'s new
general practice to refer for new follow up arrangements.
Lincolnshire LMC has lobbied nationally to change this, as
the current process delays transfer of care and increases
bureaucracy, however, this change has not yet happened.
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INVESTIGATING IRON
DEFICIENCY ANAEMIA

Performance Matters

The LMC is regularly involved in representing and supporting
doctors who have been identified as having "performance”
issues. The LMC has identified themes which recur, and this
regular feature from our newsletter will highlight these, so
that our members can avoid these pitfalls.

Investigating_Iron Deficiency Anaemia (IDA).

NICE guidance on Lower Gl Cancers advises that patients with
IDA should be referred on a 2WW pathway if they are aged 60
or over or if they are 50 or over with IDA and rectal bleeding.
A local audit of Lower Gl 2WW referrals has shown that of 566
referrals for investigation of IDA only 45.9% had low ferritin.
Many of these patients had been referred as FBC had shown
low Hb and low MCV, but ferritin had not been checked.

If considering IDA (low Hb and MCV less than 95) ferritin
should be checked as part of the investigations.

Coeliac disease is a common cause of undiagnosed IDA, so
NICE also recommends checking for this should also be part
of the initial investigations. The local audit has shown that
TTG was checked in only 36.8% of referred patients.

When referring for investigation of IDA Coeliac Disease
should be excluded by checking TTG.

The local audit has highlighted that low Hb and increasing
age are the best predictors of pathology, not just cancer, in
patients with IDA. Thus, patients with persistent low Hb
should be referred irrespective of whether they have already
been investigated.

None of the pre-menopausal women referred for investigation
of IDA were found to have cancer, though pathology of
another sort was identified in 60% of these women.

Pre-menopausal women should only be referred on a 2WW
Lower Gl pathway if they have other symptoms or signs
which suggest investigation is required: weight loss, change
in bowel habit, rectal bleeding.
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INCLISIRAN ADDED TO

LINCOLNSHIRE FORMULARY

Inclisiran is an injectable drug which is used for patients with
hyperlipidaemia. Lincolnshire PACEF has classed Inclisiran as
“‘Green” on the Lincolnshire Joint Formulary. This means it can
be initiated by general practice clinicians.

Inclisiran is recommended as an option for patients with a
history of a cardiovascular event PLUS low-density lipoprotein
cholesterol (LDL-C) concentrations are persistently 2.6 mmol/I ]
or more, despite maximum tolerated lipid-lowering therapy,

General practice clinicians can initiate Inclisiran if they are
confident to do so and can also seek Advice and Guidance from - |
cardiology if they are not.

In September 2021 practices sent data to the LMC \
regarding inappropriate workload transfer from secondary ey
care. The LMC is grateful to those practices and
individuals who provided us with this data.

The report based on this information has been helpful in
discussions with CCG and Trusts. All Trusts have reviewed
the data and have agreed that more need to be done to
improve patient pathways and culture to reduce this
transfer of work.

We have generated some easy-to-follow flow charts for
specialists so that they better understand the processes
which they should follow for the three highest impact
areas: provision of medication, organising investigations,
and onward referral.

This assessment should
not require medical input, and thus should not
involve GP practices.
