Dear Friend of SFCS,

Solano Family & Children’s Services (SFCS) is proud to share
our Annual Impact Report for 2021. Last year, we continued to
navigate the additional pandemic workload that brought so many
changes to our work and the lives of our community partners.
Many families and child care providers struggled with finding and
providing child care with the health threats of COVID-19. SFCS
continued our support for both families and child care providers
during 2021, administering stipends to keep providers open and
offering enhanced referrals to families who struggled to find
available child care. Parents, whether working from home or at
their job site still needed child care. We connected with our child
care providers, calling, and emailing weekly to see how they
were doing and if they had available spaces for children. Our
relationship with the child care community made all the
difference in this crisis. A child care provider recently

shared, “Since becoming a License Childcare Provider 21
years ago, | have always received the help | needed. I'm
very proud and thankful of how SFCS helped us through
this Covid.”

We have a unique relationship with both the families who seek
and use child care, as well as those professional caregivers who
support the development of young children in their homes and
centers. We support families to choose the best care for their
children that meets their development and individual needs.
When working families have quality care, they can go to work,
feeling confident that their children will be nurtured and well
cared for. A parent recently shared, “I feel as if a lot of people
do not know about the services provided by SFCS. | was
recommended to them to help find child care for my son
and it was a life saver for us. | have recommended to
multiple other people as well.”

Solano Family & Children’s Services has been serving Solano
County for over 44 years, recruiting, educating, and supporting
child care providers to offer quality child care in our community.
As small business owners, our child care professionals support
the families, businesses, and local economy where they live and
work. As we are coming out of some of the darkest days of the
pandemic, so are our child care businesses. We are working to
rebuild the child care capacity in our county, supporting new
providers to open businesses while helping to sustain those
incredible individuals who continue to serve our youngest
citizens.

As you will see in our Impact Report, we are proud to have been
an integral part of supplying child care providers with much
needed Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) during the past
year. We have helped families to receive the financial support to
stay in school and finish their degrees and technical training, as
well as work. We administered special American Recovery
Rescue Plan funds that paid child care providers for the enrolled
children whether they were in attendance or not. This supported
the jobs of families and child care businesses at the same time.
These economic supports have been integral to the recovery of
our local economy.

While our advocacy to support the hard-working families has
gained additional funding through emergency legislation, we
know that in order to sustain our economic recovery and provide
child care funding for struggling families ongoing, we must build
up our programs that support this work in Solano County. In the
Nobel Prize winning study of The Economics of Human Potential
by Professor James J. Heckman, his data shows that “Those
seeking to reduce deficits and strengthen the economy
should make significant investments in early childhood
education.”

We ask for your commitment to support our goal to serve more
families, in every city in Solano County. Your tax-deductible gift
helps us provide necessary services and support for our most
vulnerable population - families with children who are struggling
every day to meet their basic needs.

Solano Family & Children's Services (SFCS) se enorgullece de compartir
nuestro Informe Anual de Impacto para 2021. El afio pasado, continuamos
navegando por la carga de trabajo adicional de la pandemia que trajo
tantos cambios a nuestro trabajo y a las vidas de nuestros socios de la
comunidad.

"Desde que me converti en cuidadora de nifios con licencia hace 21
afnos, siempre he recibido la ayuda que necesitaba. Estoy muy
orgullosa y agradecida de c6mo SFCS nos ayudé durante Covid".

Tenemos una relacion Unica tanto con las familias que buscan y utilizan el
cuidado infantil, como con los cuidadores profesionales que apoyan el
desarrollo de los nifios pequefios en sus hogares y centros. Apoyamos a las
familias para que elijan el mejor cuidado para sus hijos que satisfaga su
desarrollo y sus necesidades individuales. Cuando las familias trabajadoras
disponen de una atencién de calidad, pueden ir a trabajar con la seguridad
de que sus hijos seran atendidos y cuidados. Un padre dijo recientemente:
"Me parece que mucha gente no conoce los servicios que ofrece
SFCS. Me recomendaron a ellos para que me ayudaran a encontrar
una guarderia para mi hijo y fue un salvavidas para nosotros.
También se lo he recomendado a muchas otras personas”.

Solano Family & Children's Services ha estado sirviendo al condado de
Solano durante mas de 44 afios, reclutando, educando y apoyando a los
proveedores de cuidado infantil para que ofrezcan un cuidado infantil de
calidad en nuestra comunidad.
