What is Tidal Flooding? 

 Also known as: 

o Sunny Day Flooding 

o King Tide Flooding 
 Temporary flooding of low-lying coastal 

areas during high tide. 

 Occurs without heavy rainfall. 

Causes 

 Combined effect of: 

o Strong coastal winds 

o Offshore storms 

o Full Moon / New Moon high tide 

events 

 Happens twice daily (due to tidal cycles). 

 More severe during Full Moon and New 

Moon phases (Spring tides). 

Kerala Context 

 Along the Kerala coast, the Arabian Sea 

level rises above a fixed threshold. 

 Causes temporary inundation of low-lying 

coastal regions. 

 Linked to sea-level rise and climate 

change impacts.

Key Proposals in the Policy 

 Establishment of a dedicated Graphene 

Industrial Park in Palakkad (Kerala). 

 Creation of a Digital Innovation Centre. 

 Proposed investment: ₹200 crore. 

Central Government Support 

 The Union Cabinet of India has approved 

the Graphene Park. 

 Focus: Support graphene-based innovation 

and manufacturing ecosystem.
