Located at ground level, the Great Hall is perfect
for conferences, wine tastings, award ceremonies,
charity events, concerts, networking, and
graduations.

The space features a fixed stage and a complete
sound, AV, and lighting system, including wireless
microphones and a 4m-wide presentation screen.

The Great Hall houses a modern sound system
which includes wireless microphones, stage

monitors and in-ear monitoring system for
performers.

Visual

Our HD visual system includes a retractable 4m-
wide projection screen, suspended above the
stage, with four relay screens fitted to ensure
maximum visibility throughout the space.

Lighting
A DMX lighting system covers the stage and
provides colour-selectable  house lighting

throughout all areas. This is fully expandable to
suit each client's needs.

Equipment is included in hire but technicians are
charged separately.

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Burning Questions

What type of events do you hold?

We work with a wide range of well known brands to host corporate,
academic, performance, and charity events. We also host a small
number of private events, including wedding receptions.

Are there any restrictions on the type of events you hold?

As an active and thriving church, St Mary’s does not host events
which include spiritual content unless it is founded in the Christian
faith.

Can our event end after 10:30pm?

We're afraid not. St Mary’s is in a residential area so all guests must
leave to allow adequate time to pack down before midnight. This
ensures we can keep our wonderful neighbours happy.

Is there parking at the venue?

St Mary's is within the congestion zone. We don't have dedicated
parking but there are a number of on-street free/paid options as well
as paid car parks in the local area.

Can we bring our own caterer?
Yes! If you use one of our catering partners, kitchen use is included
in the hire fee. If you wish to bring your own caterer, there is an
additional kitchen fee of £350.

Can we provide our own alcohol?

If you wish to provide alcohol free of charge to your guests then
there is no licence required and no corkage fee. If you are planning
on having a cash bar then we recommend using the Thornbury
Castle, our local bar partner. Or you could arrange your own and
obtain a TEN license from Westminster Council.

Can we deliver to the venue ahead of time?
All deliveries & collections need to be arranged within the hire time.

Can you recommend any hotels?

There are various hotels in the Marylebone area which fit a range of
budgets. Our closest options are Hub by Premier Inn, Travelodge on
Harewood Row and Hilton London Metropole near Edgware station.
