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MONEY FOR JAMMING

Australian music is stepping confidently onto the world stage, and the
seventh round of the Export Development Fund shows just how far the
country’s contemporary scene has evolved. With $828,537.66 invested
across 39 international projects, this round highlights a program that
has matured into one of Australia’s most important engines for global
music development. What began as a targeted funding initiative has
become a cornerstone of the national strategy to help artists turn
international ambition into sustainable careers.

The fund was created to address a long-standing challenge: Australian
artists consistently produce world-class work, but the distance, cost,
and complexity of international touring and market development make
global expansion difficult. By offering matched funding, the program
ensures artists and their teams bring their own strategy and investment,
while receiving the support needed to scale their plans. Over seven
rounds, the program has refined its focus into three pathways—
Performance and Touring, Professional and Artistic Development, and
Market and Audience Development—recognising that global careers
require more than just getting on a plane. They demand creative growth,
industry connections, and sustained audience engagement.

The seventh round’s recipients reflect the diversity and ambition
of the modern Australian scene. Rising rapper Vv Pete will embark
on her debut European tour, performing with collaborator UTILITY
and appearing at Berlin’s CTM Festival. Gold Coast alt-rock band
Selve will take their album Breaking Into Heaven across an 18-show
European headline run, while The Belair Lip Bombs return to North
America for a co-headline tour with dust. Composer Rachel
Lewindon and artist Oliver Hanane will develop Grimm during a
residency at the Banff Centre, and hardcore outfit SECRET WORLD
will join American band DRAIN on a 19-date U.S. tour. Meanwhile,
South Summit, Belle Chen, and Angela Little will each pursue major
international opportunities across touring, classical performance,
and the global games industry.

This is a long way from the early days when our members went
overseas on their own dime to create careers. Across more than
500 supported projects to date, the Export Development Fund has
proven its value as a catalyst for today’s Australian music global
momentum. As this seventh round unfolds, opportunities exist that
had never been there before.

AND ANOTHER THING

YOUR JOB™?

For many seasoned musicians, the rise of artificial intelligence
can feel a bit like the arrival of digital recording all over again—
exciting for some, intimidating for others. There’s a common
worry that Al might “take over” or somehow replace the human
touch that makes music meaningful. The good news is that Al isn’t
here to steal your job or your creativity. Used wisely, it becomes a
supportive tool—much like a metronome, a drum machine, or a
good producer—helping you work faster, stay inspired, and focus
on the parts of music-making you love most.

Think of Al as a Creative Assistant

Al can generate ideas, but it doesn’t understand emotion, life

experience, or the subtle choices that come from decades of

playing, performing, and listening. What it can do is help you get

started when you’re stuck. For example:

e Chord suggestions when you’re experimenting with a new
progression

e Melody prompts to spark inspiration

e Lyric ideas when you need a fresh angle

e Backing tracks to practice with or build upon

These aren’t finished songs—they’re starting points. You remain
the composer, the storyteller, and the interpreter.

Speeding Up the Technical Work

Many older musicians say the most frustrating part of modern
production is the technical side: editing, mixing, organising files,
and navigating software menus. Al can lighten that load.

Today’s tools can:

e Clean up noisy recordings

e Suggest EQ or compression settings

e Automatically label tracks

e Help tune vocals without making them sound artificial
e Generate quick demos so you can hear ideas instantly

Instead of replacing your skills, Al removes the fiddly tasks that
slow you down, letting you spend more time actually making
music.

Keeping Your Style at the Centre

One of the biggest myths is that Al forces everyone to sound the
same.

In reality, Al works best when it learns your preferences. You can
feed it your own recordings, your favourite artists, or your typical
arrangements. Over time, it becomes better at supporting your style
rather than pushing you toward something generic.

Think of it like a long-time bandmate who knows your taste and
anticipates what you might want—but still needs your direction.

Staying in Control

The key to using Al without losing your artistic identity is simple: you
make the decisions.

e Use Al for ideas, not for final choices

* Treat Al-generated material as drafts, not finished songs

¢ Keep your original recordings, sketches, and arrangements

¢ Edit, refine, and personalise everything it produces

Al can’t replace your experience, your voice, or your musical
instincts. It doesn’t know what it feels like to play to a live audience,
to write from heartbreak, or to improvise with friends. Those human
elements are irreplaceable.

A Tool for the Next Chapter

For older musicians, Al can be a bridge - not a barrier. It can help you
keep creating, stay competitive, and explore new sounds without
needing to become a tech expert. You’ve already lived through vinyl,
cassettes, CDs, digital audio, and streaming. Al is simply the next
tool in the kit.

Used thoughtfully, it won’t take your job. It will help you enjoy it
even more.

TONY WORSLEY
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For many Australian music fans, the name Tony Worsley brings
back a rush of memories - packed dance halls, swirling go-go
dancers, and the unmistakable sound of 1960s pop and rock ’'n’
roll. With his powerful voice, sharp suits, and charismatic stage
presence, Worsley became one of the defining frontmen of the
decade. Yet despite his influence, he remains one of Australia’s
most underrated musical treasures.

Born in England and raised in Queensland, Tony Worsley burst
onto the national scene in the mid-1960s when he teamed up
with The Blue Jays, a Brisbane band already gaining attention for
their tight musicianship. What happened next was lightning in a
bottle. Worsley’s booming, soulful voice - equal parts rock,
rhythm and blues, and raw energy - lifted the group into the
spotlight. Their sound was bold, confident, and unmistakably
theirs.

Songs like Velvet Waters, Just a Little Bit, and Rave On
showcased Worsley’s ability to take a familiar tune and inject it
with new life. He didn’t just sing a song; he attacked it, shaping
every phrase with conviction. At a time when many Australian
acts were still finding their identity, Worsley delivered
performances that felt fully formed and fiercely individual.

On stage, he was a force. Fans remember him as a natural
showman - energetic, expressive, and impossible to ignore. He
had that rare ability to make a room feel alive, whether he was
belting out a rock classic or crooning a ballad. His voice carried a
richness that set him apart from many of his contemporaries,
and it’s no surprise that he quickly became a favourite on
television programs like Bandstand and The Go!! Show.
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But Tony Worsley’s story isn’t just about chart success. It’s
also about the spirit of Australian music during a time of rapid
change. The 1960s were a golden era for local bands, with
young musicians pushing boundaries and audiences hungry
for something new. Worsley and The Blue Jays were right at
the centre of that movement, helping to shape a sound that
would influence generations to come.

Even after the peak of his chart career, Worsley continued
performing, recording, and entertaining audiences well into
later life. His dedication to music never faded. Those who saw
him in more recent decades often remarked that his voice
remained remarkably strong - still warm, still powerful, still
unmistakably Tony.

For older musicians and fans, Worsley represents more than
nostalgia. He’s a reminder of a time when Australian music was
finding its feet, when talent and personality mattered more
than polish, and when a great voice could carry a whole room.
His recordings still hold up today, full of energy and heart.

In celebrating Tony Worsley, we celebrate a chapter of
Australian music history that deserves to be remembered. His
voice, his presence, and his contribution continue to echo
through the decades. For anyone who lived through the era -
or anyone discovering it for the first time - our GoSet member
Tony Worsley remains a true original, and one of the greats of
Australia’s musical story.
