15 north to Lake Tekapo. Before arriving to your

resort hotel, venture into Aoraki / Mount
Cook National Park, named for a sacred
Maori ancestor whose legend is linked to the
creation of the South Island. This evening
join the optional stargazing activity at Aoraki
Mackenzie International Dark Sky Reserve.
Hear about Maori astronomy and mythology
while spotting for celestial objects.
