FLUFFY SLIME

Glue

What you need:

Liquid Saline Fun STEMIt's alive!

• A glass • 240 ml of washable school glue (a white glue such as Elmer’s)  
• Food colouring (or, if you want something brighter, acrylic paint) • Approximately 480 ml 

of shaving cream (the more, the fluffier!) • 5-6 tablespoons of contact lens saline solution
 • Large mixing bowl and spoon

1. Pour the glue into a large mixing bowl.

2. Add a few drops of food colouring 
and stir well with a spoon.

3. Add the shaving cream 
and mix in thoroughly.

4. Finally, add the saline solution. 
It’s now time to get your hands dirty! 
As you knead the mixture, it will soon 
start to feel like slime. But if it’s a bit  
too sticky for your liking, add a little 
more saline solution.

Slime gets firm and stretchy thanks to a chemical reaction that takes place between 

the liquid glue and an ‘activator’ – in this case, this is the saline solution. If your slime 

is too sticky, even after lots of kneading, you may need to add another drop or two of 

saline solution. But be careful not to add too much as this could make your slime lose 
its stretchiness and break up more easily.

Create your very own Slimy, with easy-to-find ingredients,  
to accompany you throughout this book! Imagine bringing him or her to life!

There’s nothing more fun than messing  
around with slime! Can we make some that’s

SANDPIT VOLCANO

Acetic AcidSodium Reaction Gas STEM

What happens?

What to do:

What you need:
• A small empty bottle • 240-480 ml of vinegar (no more  

than the capacity of your empty bottle) • 2-3 tablespoons  
of bicarbonate of soda (baking soda) • Washing-up liquid  

(optional) • Red or orange food colouring (optional)  
• A sandpit or other container full of damp sand

1. Place the empty bottle in the middle 
of the sandpit. Remove the lid.

2. Build a volcano-shaped ‘mountain’  
out of sand around the bottle, right up to  
(but not covering) the open top.

3. Inserting a funnel in the neck of the bottle, 
pour in the bicarbonate of soda.

4. Add a squirt of washing-up liquid and  
a few drops of food colouring (optional).

5. Carefully pour in the vinegar  
and watch your volcano erupt!

Bicarbonate of soda (chemical name: sodium hydrogen carbonate) and vinegar  

(chemical name: acetic acid) are kind of opposites: the bicarb neutralises the acid 

in the vinegar. When the two substances are mixed together, this sets off a chemical  

reaction that creates water, a type of salt, and carbon dioxide gas – hence all  

the lovely, frothy bubbles! And because the mixture is contained in a relatively  

small space with only a small opening, the gas comes out under high pressure!

WALKING WATER

Liquid FibresGravityMolecules STEMOn the move!

Want to see water move from one 
cup to another of its own accord?

What has happened  
to the colours? They have mixed  
to form their very own rainbow!

What happens?
No, your eyes do not deceive you –  

the empty glasses now have water in them!
The water moves through the paper towels by a natural process  

called ‘capillary action’, which is when a liquid is drawn through a narrow  
space – in this case, the narrow gaps between the fibres in the paper towel.  
Liquids can even move against gravity because water molecules are ‘sticky’  
and hold onto each other, as well as to other surfaces. It is capillary action  

that lets plants take up water from the soil.

• 5 small clear glasses or plastic cups • Several sheets of paper towel
 • Food colouring (red, yellow and blue) • Tap water

1. Line the 5 glasses up in a row so that  
they are almost touching each other.

Fill these at least three-quarters full.

3. Add 5 drops of blue food  
colouring to the water in the first 
glass. Add 5 drops of yellow food  
colouring to the third glass.

6. Cut 4 narrow strips of paper towel, each 
long enough to reach from the bottom of one 
glass to the bottom of the next glass (but not 
much longer than this).

7. Drape the first piece between glasses  
1 and 2, the next piece between glasses  
2 and 3, and so on until all 5 glasses  
are connected.

Pressure Sink Tanks STEMUnder pressure!

• A plastic bottle filled with water • A pen lid (ideally a transparent one)
• A small piece of playdough

1. Wind a band of playdough around 
the pen lid’s opening, being sure to 
leave a small opening. As long as there 
is air inside the lid, it will now float in 
water like a little life buoy!

2. Place the lid inside the bottle of water 
and check that it floats.

3. Firmly close the bottle.

4. Squeeze the sides of the bottle.  
What happens to the pen lid? 

5. Release the pressure on the bottle.  
What happens now?

Squeezing the bottle increases the water pressure inside it.  
This rise in water pressure forces the air trapped inside the pen lid to take up less 

space, which lets water into the lid. (If your lid is transparent, you can see  
this happening!). Since the lid is now weighed down by water, it sinks.

This is how submarines work. They have special tanks that can be filled with seawater 

or air depending on whether the submarine needs to submerge or return to  

the surface. For the submarine to sink, the tanks are opened so that water rushes in. To 

go back up again, air is pumped into the tanks, making the submarine lighter.

Do you know how a submarine works?  
We didn’t either, but it’s really quite simple!

The pen lid is bobbing up and down  
like a miniature submarine!

Is your gloop solid or liquid? It’s hard to say, isn’t it?! As you can see,  

when you break the ball of seemingly ‘solid’ dough open, it’s still all liquidy inside! 

This is because you have just made a very special kind of fluid that hardens when 

physical pressure is applied and softens again as the force reduces. You can test this 

again by grabbing a handful of gloop and holding it tightly in your fist – it will harden 

and then flow back into the bowl when you release the pressure. It’s also fun to drag 
your finger through it at different speeds.

Create your very own Gloopy, with easy-to-find ingredients,  
to accompany you throughout this book! Imagine bringing him or her to life!

1. Pour the cornflour into 
a large mixing bowl.

2. Add a few drops of food colouring 
to the water and stir it with a spoon.

POWERS OF ATTRACTION

Atoms

What you need:

What happens?

Electrons Metal Attraction STEMOpposites attract!

• A clean, empty food or drink can • A plastic ruler • A very smooth  
horizontal surface (no tablecloth) • A woollen jumper or cardigan

All atoms contain electrons (tiny negatively charged particles).  
In a metal, these can move around to produce an electric current!  

Other materials, such as plastic and wool, contains electrons that do not circulate,  
but they can still gain more of them or lose them.

When you rub the ruler against your sleeve, this transfers some extra electrons  
from the wool to the plastic, making the ruler negatively charged.  

As the metal can contains fewer electrons, it has a positive charge.  
Since opposite charges attract, the can is dragged towards the ruler.

But if you rub the ruler AND the can, you give both a negative charge.  
Since their charge is the same, they repel each other.

1. Place the can sideways on  
the table, so that it is free to roll.

2. Rub the ruler energetically on your 
sleeve for about 30 seconds 
(pressing down hard on the wool).

3. Slowly move the ruler towards the side of the can. What happens?

AN ICE TRAP

Salt

What you need:

What happens?

Freeze Temperature Melt STEMTurning ice into ice lollies!

• A plate • A matchstick • Some fine salt • An ice cube

Salt water needs a lower temperature to freeze than fresh water.  
So, by adding salt without further lowering the temperature, the top of  

the ice cube starts to melt. This forms a small indentation filled with salty water.  

As the salt water becomes diluted by the surrounding fresh water in the still-cold  
ice cube, the water refreezes. The matchstick is now stuck!

1. Put the plate in the freezer  
until it is very cold.

2. Place the ice cube on the plate fresh out of the freezer.  
Pour a little salt in the middle of the upper surface of the ice cube.

3. Wait a few minutes until the ice begins 
to melt in that spot. Firmly press in the 
matchstick and hold it there, upright, for 
about a minute. 

4. Wait 5 more minutes until the 
matchstick is firmly stuck. You can 
now pick up the ice cube without 
getting your fingers cold or wet!
