Mentoring sits at the heart of Mirabilis Collective, and it has been a privilege
to shape this performance alongside exceptional young musicians who bring freshness,
skill and fearlessness to Clara’s music. Reconnecting with our narrator, Annie Aitken, is a
personal highlight. Having shared music with her as a young talent, I'm especially
delighted to celebrate the extraordinary artist and storyteller she has become.

This programme reimagines selected Lieder and two piano works for chamber
ensemble, and adapts two movements of the Piano Trio for oboe. These settings let our
musicians inhabit Clara’s beautiful piano writing—its lyricism and harmonic clarity—
translating it into an intimate conversation of instrumental colours while remaining true
to her voice.

Our warm thanks go to our supporters and community of donors for making this work
possible, to the UWA Conservatorium of Music for their ongoing partnership, and to our
collaborators who share our belief that music by women belongs centre stage. May
tonight’s concert spark admiration, curiosity and wonder—for Clara’s artistry, and for
the many women whose voices continue to inspire.
