 The dimensions of the spiritual reality which you perceive might 

help your brother or sister who has another facet of understanding of 

God’s glory on the same subject. Then, when we work together to 

understand, what may seem impossible at this time to understand, we 

will find that we can understand these deep spiritual truths with the 

help of God and agree on them together. 

 If everyone continues to debate to enforce the opposing doctrines 

of their traditions without humbly and sincerely considering that 

someone else may have a better understanding about this one thing 

and someone else has a better understanding of this other thing, and 

maybe sometimes we just have an enlightenment about one of the 

many facets of God’s multi-faceted glory on the same subject.  

 Whatever the case may be, debating and struggling for dominance 

will end up with a disappointing end for those who choose to ignore 

what God is doing. Jesus Christ is the Lord. We must aim to please him 

rather than men. Let’s take a look at what the Lord Jesus is doing. 

 

And He Himself gave some to be apostles, some prophets, some 

evangelists, and some pastors and teachers, 12 for the equipping of the 

saints for the work of ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ, 
13 till we all come to the unity of the faith and of the knowledge of the 

Son of God, to a perfect man, to the measure of the stature of the 

fullness of Christ; 14 that we should no longer be children, tossed to and 



fro and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the trickery of 

men, in the cunning craftiness of deceitful plotting, 15 but, speaking the 

truth in love, may grow up in all things into Him who is the head—

Christ— 16 from whom the whole body, joined and knit together by 

what every joint supplies, according to the effective working by which 

every part does its share, causes growth of the body for the edifying of 

itself in love. 

Ephesians 4 NKJV 
(Whatever version of the Bible you use, it would be good to look at the original Greek at times. 

An Interlinear Bible is good for this. It is best to be looking at the text which is as close to the 

original text as possible, in order to have a fidelity of information.) 

 

It is written, in a letter to the 

Church. It is inspired by the Holy Spirit, through an apostle. This is the 

Word of God. This is God’s good pleasure. This is what the Holy Spirit 

will illuminate for you, Scripture.
