Ia a letter sent 1o TDs and Senators last November, Alumni told
the politicians that there were 9,000 graduates of UL, and they were
seeking to confirm that there was strong cross-party support for ex-
tending the franchise to include them. Last week, Alumni published
the results of their campaign in their magazine Vista.

Graduates of the NUI and the University of Dublin elect six
members of the Seanad. The Constitution was amended in the 1970s
to enable the electorate 10 be extended to include all graduates, but no
government has introduced the necessary legistanon.
