In 1855 local farmers established the distillery Atlungstad Brenneri. They started an industrial adventure producing
potato spirits, aquavit, cognac and church wine. The industrial production lasted until 2008 when the restoration to
rescue the distillery as a working industrial heritage started. Atlungstad Brenneriis the oldest working distillery in
Norway, still producing potato spirits and aquavit. In 2019 the distillery was preserved as a technical and industrial
heritage building, to present the story of the Norwegian distilleries and aquavit. A visit to Atlungstad Brenneri
is an experience using all senses, and a trip through the Norwegian food and beverage culture.

In 1927, Oslo architect Lars Backer won the competition to design the new Ekebergrestauranten. The original
restaurant was built as early as 1916, by Tiedemanns tobacco factory. Two years after the competition, in 1929,
one of Europe’s foremost buildings in the functionalist style was complete, to the delight of all the people of
Oslo. Today it is a listed building, and any renovation work is based on the idea of cherishing the classic style but
modern-sing it for a new age. Towards the end of the 1990s, Ekebergrestauranten was closed and left to
deteriorate, until Christian Ringnes and Eiendomsspar bought the site and announced a large-scale investment.
