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It’s nearly ready! The brand-new 
Laramie County Senior Center (LCSC) 
is opening its doors this July, bringing 
bigger spaces, better services, and 
more opportunities for locals aged 
60 and up. You’ll find it on Pershing 
Boulevard, right between the Maverik 
gas station and Broadmoor East Vet 
Clinic. 
 
This upgraded space is expected to 
welcome more than 200 seniors a 
day, and it’ll also be a hub for local 
nonprofits and public agencies 
to share. The facility will replace 
the current center on Thomes 
Avenue that had become unable to 
adequately serve the growing local 
senior population. 
 
WHAT’S INSIDE? 
This isn’t just a building—it’s a 
community gathering space designed 
with wellness, connection, and 
learning in mind. More than twice the 
size of the old spot, the new center 
includes:

•	 A full commercial kitchen and 
dining hall;

•	 Fitness rooms with new, accessible 
equipment;

•	 Multipurpose rooms for classes 
and crafts (such as art and pottery);

•	 A tech lab with computers and 
tablets;

•	 Plenty of parking (plus help getting 
there if you don’t drive);

•	 Cozy lounges and quiet rooms.
 
Accessibility was a top priority in 
the design—think wide walkways, 
automatic doors, and hearing loop 
systems throughout. 
 
WHO CAN JOIN THE FUN? 
If you’re 60 or older and live in 
Laramie County, you’re in! No 
membership required. Spouses and 
caregivers are welcome, too. When 
you arrive at the facility, you’ll be 
asked to sign in at the front desk, 
which then gives you access to the 
entire building.

•	 Daily Hot Lunches – Tasty, budget-

friendly meals made locally;

Speakers and events geared toward 
healthy aging;

Hawk, Rockies baseball games, 
various theater plays and more!
