A NOTE FOR FAMILIES

Peter Pan (1924) reflects early 20th-century stereotypes and attitudes that shaped how Indigenous peoples were portrayed in popular
culture and early film. These depictions were created without Indigenous voices and do not reflect real cultures or lived experiences.
Today, we strive to tell stories with greater care, accuracy, and respect by listening to people tell their own stories. Watching older films
together gives families a chance to enjoy storytelling and talk about how representation has changed and how it can continue to grow
over time.
