BOND: The ipte'(esyée anticipated on the
proposed bond issue, based upon current
marke’yétes, is three and twenty-two
hungtedths percent (3.22%) per annum. The
total amount estimated to be repaid over
the life of the bonds, based on the
anticipated interest rate, is $19,304,500,
consisting of $14,995,000 in principal and
$4,309,500 of interest. The term of the
bonds will not exceed fifteen (15) years from
the date of issuance.
The estimated average annual cost to the
taxpayer under the proposed bond levy is a
tax of $53.48 per $100,000 of taxable
assessed value, based on current
conditions.
As of November 4, 2025, the water system
will have debt in the amount of $6,746,137
that is paid solely by water utility revenues
and not by property taxes. The City currently
has no other general obligation debit.
